I really enjoyed the lecture part of this class, the professor was always well prepared and had interesting things to say. I liked the idea of reading court cases to get a feel for how the topic could be applied to real life situations. I think the only thing I’d ever say I didn’t like was the discussion groups. 

I believe that the lecture would be more beneficial if it were only a 50-minute class. You tend to get very repetitive as the class continues. In 50 minutes you could say what needs to be said and be done. Often I found the class boring and ended up getting more information by just reading the material and skipping class. Get rid of the discussion groups, they are a waste of time. 

I thought the course was outlined very nicely, especially with respect to point distribution. Receiving points for attendance is a definite motivator for students to show up for both class and group discussion. In my mind. They’re pretty much “free” and still significant in the grade books. I can’t say enough about the group discussions. Even though the lectures are clear and organized, they help in remembering the material.

The grading scale and curve for this class was unclear. Although the curve seemed to benefit everyone it did so unevenly. It does not seem fair that out of 100 possible points, one would only need 17 to get a D. This is good for people that get “D”s but the same advantage is not given equally who deserve higher grades. Overall I thought the class was great and the instructor had a very good lecturing style.

I did not like having to go to the discussion groups. We were told they were voluntary but if we did not go to them we would loose 17 points of our grade which is 17% and effectively removes the possibility of an “A” in the class without extra credit and perfect scores on exams. We should not be punished for not going to these voluntary discussion groups. We can still have them but try not to punish us for not going to them.

Dr. Van Camp is the fairest instructor I have ever had. She says what she means and means what she says, and that definitely worked. She is an excellent instructor and I enjoyed her class very much. The only thing about the class I did not like was that the exam essays did not have to be grammatically correct or even have basic writing skills.
