The class was not informed that a mandatory lab session was required. It was not listed in the schedule of classes and no extra units were rewarded for the (1) one hour period a week. It was hard to find a lab that fit into my personal time slot.

I really enjoyed the class.  The lectures and the topics were very interesting. The only thing is that I felt the discussion groups were very unnecessary. The groups basically just reiterated what you said in lecture. Also, the tests covered a lot of material. The second exam was difficult to take in just an hour and fifteen minutes. I would suggest maybe breaking some of the topics down so students won’t get so overloaded. 

I really liked this class and the material presented but the discussion groups were unnecessary. I felt they were a waste of time and I would’ve done just as well without the discussion. They should have been an option for students rather than mandatory, to get the full credit. 

Overall I liked this class with the exception of discussion groups. I didn’t find the discussion groups helpful in preparing for the class. Professor Van Camp did a very good job in getting through to me in class. 

Schedule should include discussion groups – perhaps with the D.G., the class should be considered 4 units?

I thought overall the course was interesting. However, I strongly disliked the discussion groups.  They are pointless. It is not fair to make students attend four hours of class and get only three units of credit. The last thing I need is another lecture. I would discourage anyone from taking this class unfortunately because of the discussion groups. I feel very strongly in my disgust for the discussion groups.
