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I really enjoyed Dr. Van Camp’s class. Classes were very well structured, the information in class was presented in a very interesting way and she was always very well prepared for class. I would recommend her as an instructor to any of my fellow students. 

The structure and format of this class could not (seemingly) have been better.  The goals were the clearest I have ever encountered for a class (undergraduate, graduate or otherwise). The use of email to submit questions about the reading was particularly useful. It allowed me to get other peer perspectives and to re-evaluate my own approach in asking such questions (and how I evaluate the readings). The step by step process of writing out papers, with intermediary feedback was one of the most useful learning projects of my college experience. The class will serve as a model, in many respects, for how I would like to teach, interact and develop with regard to my own teaching in the future. Thank you for having this class. 

The most accurate comment I’ve ever heard about Dr. Van Camp is that you cannot get a step ahead of her. She’s always on the ball, always prepared, and is willing to go above and beyond her job description to help you out. She has been an invaluable resource for me regarding University policy and procedure. If I ever have a question regarding deadlines, procedure, policy, etc., Dr. Van Camp is the first to come to mind. She is also, via e-mail, extremely responsive and thorough. For example, once I asked her when the new schedule of classes was coming out and she sent me the entire schedule. She accomplishes tasks with an almost compulsive drive. I wonder if she ever sleeps.

The “bi-weekly” questions on-line were helpful – it forces one to do the reading and to do so critically. Professor Van Camp was open and encouraging regarding other’s views on the topic (euthanasia). It may have made the course stronger had we covered the very recent events (Krevorkian and legalization in areas other than Oregon). Overall, though, the course was very broad and thorough.

This instructor knows her strengths and weaknesses. I’m just writing this to cast my vote in favor of giving her merit pay.

One of the main thrusts of the course was to develop a professional paper on an original contribution to the field. However, the main writing evaluations came at the latter quarter of the class meeting up to and including the final week of class instruction, leaving little time for re-writes. The overall set up, flow and purpose of the class was excellent, but perhaps an adjustment to the time line would be better.
