Vehicles will only be admitted between 8:00 a.m. and 9:30 a.m. to keep the
reservation you have made.

Committee will mark boundaries.

Each tailgate space should have a “Site Captain.” The Captain completes the site
registration form, is ultimately responsible for set-up and clean-up, must remain for
the entire event, and will receive a prize if their site wins.
