A new style of management education for a new business environment

Successful organizations solve company-wide challenges by involving multiple perspectives, disciplines, and resources. The typical MBA program is designed to teach students a fundamental set of business skills and then concentrate on advancing knowledge in a single discipline.  The CSULB Saturday MBA teaches the same set of foundation business skills, but then goes a step further-- by integrating concepts across functional disciplines to solve the most complex issues an organization faces. The Saturday MBA is not only distinguished by its innovative integrated curriculum, it is also benefits from CSULB’s 45 year tradition of delivering high quality MBA programs. 

Program Description:

The program’s course structure is built on the premise that an integrated analytical perspective of all business disciplines is needed in order to be successful.  Our faculty work together to address broad topics in an unprecedented manner, each bringing unique expertise to the integrated learning experience that distinguishes this program from other MBAs. 

In the first year of the program, participants will learn key functional concepts and acquire analytical thinking skills through a set of discipline-based courses. The advanced courses of the second year address much broader challenges such as Managing the Global Enterprise, Maximizing Value Chain Profitability, Building Sustainable Organizations, and Managing the Innovation Driven Enterprise.   Participants proceed through the Saturday MBA Program as a cohort with organized teams for both study and project purposes. Courses meet once a week on Saturdays and are scheduled based on the 14-week semester system.  Students attend one course in the morning, and one in the afternoon.  By taking two courses a semester, the entire 50-unit program will be completed in 21 months.

Classes are 4 units except as noted.  Meet Saturdays 8:00 or 8:30 to 12:00 or 12:30 and 1:00 or 1:30 to 5:00 or 5:30

Orientation, GBA 500, is 3 units (1.5 units Mgmt/HR; 1 unit Fin/Quant; .5 unit Ethics) 

Winter Year 1 is 4 units Skill Building course and will meet Fridays (7:00 to 11) and Saturdays all day plus one meeting before the break to get their assignments

Skill Building courses are Department specific, labeled 615.

Skill Application Broad Based courses are labeled GBA 600 to 629, each 4 units, include faculty from 2 or 3 departments, are offered in pairs during one term with each pair worth 8 units.  

International Experience is 3 units and includes pre-trip preparation, one week abroad, post-trip reports.  The course is labeled GBA 650 to 669 (each destination a different course).  

Skill Application Narrow Focus courses are labeled GBA 630 to 649, each 4 units, include 2 faculty from 1 or 2 departments and are offered as one course.  

Skill Practicum Courses are labeled 670 to 690, consist of working with real-world clients and teaching Business Principles and are worth 4 units.

ENHANCEMENTS

· Completely revised curriculum that will commence August 24 of 2010 and finish in May 2012, 21 months later

· Classes would still be only on Saturdays with the possible exception of a three week stint during January 2011 when there would be a limited number of classes on a few week nights in addition to the Saturday classes.

· Mandatory 5-day off-site initiation to the Program (worth 3 units) beginning August 24, 2010

· Mandatory week long international experience (worth 3 units)  during January of 2012 (Chile? Argentina? Others?)

· Breakfast and lunch for each class meeting 

· MBA Program tool box of on-line resources  (yours to keep)  

· All books and materials,  

· Parking

As a result, the Program fees will be $41,000 for the entire program ($820 per unit), including everything mentioned above.
