4. Have an overall cumulative grade point average (GPA) of at least 2.5 
5. Demonstrated exceptional service to the larger community and Student Center for Professional Development
Application:
1. Complete applications should include an application form, resume, cover letter, essay, and one letter of recommendation
2. Cover Letter: 

a. Introduction: Explain what you are applying for

b. Body: Describe why you are qualified, including skills and experience

c. Conclusion: Summarize and refer reader to your resume

3. Essay Question:  
Tell us how you have served the community (both on and off campus).   Please provide specific examples of what you have done and what you have learned.  

Format: 1-2 pages, double spaced, 12 point font, Times New Roman, 1” margins
