General Instructions: Effective Fall, 2007, PPA 697 students will have the option of completing a case study option to fulfill the requirements of PPA 697. This option is in lieu of the research project that is normally completed in the course. Students who choose the case study option will complete five (5) case studies. There is one case study for each core content area (i.e., Budgeting, Human Resources, Organization Theory, Policy Analysis, and Research Methods). Upon the completion of each case study, the student will submit the assignment to the PPA 697 instructor. The instructor will then submit the assignment to a core content faculty member who teaches in that core content area. The core content faculty assignments for Fall, 2009 are as follows:

The core content faculty member will review and evaluate the assignments. Upon completion of the review, the graded assignment will be returned to the PPA 697 instructor who will return the assignment to the student. Students MUST attach a PPA 697 Case Study Cover Sheet to each assignment before submission to the PPA 697 instructor. The PPA 697 instructor will average the grades on all five case study assignments to form the basis for the PPA 697 grade. 

In addition to completing the case studies, PPA 697 students will also complete a Final Skills Self Assessment. This assessment form may be obtained on the Departmental Beachboard website, the GCPPA website (http://www.csulb.edu/colleges/chhs/departments/ppa/), or from the 697 instructor or the main GCPPA office (ET-235). This Final Skills Assessment should be completed after the submission of the fifth case study. 

Case Study Specific Instructions:
