 After reviewing the case, please prepare a memo that describes your program evaluation design. The design should, at a minimum, include the following: 
1. A description of the purpose of the evaluation including the research question.
2. A description of the variables that will be measured in the evaluation and how these variables will be measured. 
3. A description of the research design that is most appropriate for the evaluation. 
4. A description of the sampling design (if any) that will be used in the evaluation. 
5. A description of how the data will be collected. 
6. A description of the ethical considerations involved in this type of evaluation. 
7. A description of the type of statistical analysis that should be used to analyze the data.
8. A description of the limitations associated with the evaluation.
9. A simple, line item budget for the evaluation that lists the primary objects of expenditure and the amounts that will be spent on these objects. 
The submission should be in the form of a memo addressed to Dr. Ed Colston (Director of the Summit County Department of Corrections). Please upload the memo to the Public Policy & Administration – Graduate site on Beachboard (D2L).  See next page for detailed instructions on using the drop box.

Welcome to the PPA 697 Case Study web page. Here are a few simple instructions for how to access the case studies and how to submit your completed cases.  Please contact your PPA 697 instructor with any questions.
Click on the "Content" icon (next to "Course Home" on the navigation bar at the top of this page) to find the actual case studies and instructions for each case study. There are five case studies, covering PPA 555, PPA 577, PPA 660, PPA 670, and PPA 696.
Under each course number, you will find the case study instructions, the actual case study, and then a drop box for sending the case in for evaluation.
After you complete each case study, click on the link that says "drop box" for that course number.  When you click on this link, you will come to a second page where you can attach your file.  Click on the button that says "Add a file" and then choose the file you want to upload from your computer.  There is also a text box where you can type in any special comments.  Finally, you must scroll down to the bottom of the screen and click on the "Submit" button to send in your case.
If you check back about a week to ten days after sending in your case, you should be able to see whether the case has been downloaded for review by PPA faculty.
After the case study has been evaluated, you will find your grade in the gradebook for this beachboard site. Your final grade for PPA 697 will be an average of the letter grades you receive for each of the five case studies.
