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In order for the university to meet Federal financial guidelines all CalSWEC students must meet the Title IV-E training regulations. During completion of the first year internship MSW interns should have caseloads that are 100% Title IV-E eligible children and clients/families. 
Title IV-E eligibility includes:

· 1 - Dependent children who are currently in the Child Welfare System
          (i.e. foster care, group home)& eligible for AFDC as in effect on 7/16/96, OR
· 2 - Children who are currently “at risk” for placement and preventive services         are being provided to keep the child out of foster care & eligible for AFDC as in effect on 7/16/96 OR
· 3 - Children in the process of actively being removed from home through the court process & eligible for AFDC as in effect on 7/16/96
