The Pupil Personnel Services Credential includes two credentials:  
· School Social Work

· Child Welfare and Attendance

Requirements:
· You must be in the Children, Youth and Families Concentration (CYF)

· You are required to take the School Social Work Class (665)  elective  
· You are required to complete PPS seminars (4) which are offered during the academic year in the evening, 2 in the fall and 2 in the spring
· Your must be placed in a school setting under the supervision of a field instructor with an MSW degree and a PPS credential
· You must complete a total number of 600 hours of placement  (as an advanced standing student you will already be completing 660 hours)
· You will be in one primary setting

· You will be in a second setting for a minimum of 100 hours 
· You will complete a minimum of 150 child welfare and attendance hours

· You must work with at least 10 students with a different ethnicity than you

Additional Requirements

· Complete a Certificate of Clearance, fingerprint and character clearance, 
prior to beginning placement
· Open file at credentialing center (ED1, Room 42), prior to beginning placement
· Submit all transcripts from colleges and universities to credentialing center

· Take the C-BEST examination, which is given on campus and at other locations several times a year.  (If you’ve already taken and passed the C-BEST, you do not need to retake it.)
· Complete health screenings that may be required by specific school districts in which you are placed (i.e. T.B., measles, vaccinations…)

· Complete additional fingerprinting that may be required by specific school districts in which you are placed
