I. Call to Order and Welcome: 3:40P.M. – No quorum, so the special meeting was devoted to discussion and recommendations based on votes of those present. Items with consensus to be brought to the next regularly scheduled meeting for approval. No permanent changes to be edited in Constitution with proposed amendments.
II. Approval of Agenda—Agenda items 1-4 and 7-9 were approved as listed (omitting items 5 and 6). 
Approved by acclamation. 

III.  Amendment Items:
A. Dave Stewart: Lines 27 and 42 reference something that no longer exists or appears irrelevant (MOU). Suggestions from FC to ask Teri Yamada or Pete regarding these references; probably replace with CBA. 
B. Dave Stewart: Line 49 argument made to renumber items to reflect subsections; Motion to bring Article III into symmetry. Motion passed unanimously.
C. Section 2.1: Membership Issues are (1) how do we define “full-time” and (2) who counts or how are department members counted. Discussion: Misty Jaffe noted that Chairs’ Policy was used as a reference (only) to help define full-time. Motion (Blutinger) to adopt language as reflected in lines 79-82. Discussion: (David) Practice has been to take lecturers with only 1.0 in previous semesters. If current motion passes, this may increase the number of representatives. Origin of “Chairs Policy comes from Academic Senate Policy. Unfriendly amendment to motion not accepted. Motion fails (Nay = 10). Discussion: Consult Senate policy for calculating college representation. 
D. (David Stewart) Section 2.1: Suggest alternative language for this section to provide to full Faculty Council: (e.g., at least 1.0/15WTUs for semester at start of year), and FERP is in question. This remains open issue that needs to be settled. Motion to suggest alternate language passes. 

E. 2.1 A: Lines 81-82. Defining who is eligible to serve on FC and committees includes Full-time faculty (however to be defined in Section 2.1) lines and FERP employed for full year, not those serving ½ year. This precludes committees with requirements (e.g., tenured faculty); therefore, lecturers could not serve on such committees. Motion to Adopt 2.1 made and seconded. Discussion: Part-time faculty will be represented on FC through the two seats that are reserved for them on the Council. Motion passes unanimously. 
F. 2.2: Lines 89-90. Faculty with Joint Appointments. Question was raised as to whether individual or department(s) should decide. Current language is not specific and allows individual to vote in department of choice. A possible problem regarding Program representation (or no representation) was noted. Motion made to retain current language for representation. Friendly amendment to strike Line 3 (“Faculty with joint appointments shall be counted and vote in only one academic area”) was accepted. Motion passes unanimously.
G. 6.1 B: Line 163. Motion to retain language. Motion passes unanimously.

H. Lines 167 and 459 (Section C)--presents ambiguous language regarding “end of term”—Motion to accept Comment 8 language regarding Line 167. Motion passes unanimously.

I. Line 175. EPCC question to reduce members. Motion to retain EPCC member numbers at 9 member (Ragan Fox). Motion passes unanimously.
J. Line 187 (Comment 10). Motion to delete EPCC to decide on budget items—Motion to strike Comment 10 recommendation. Motion passes unanimously.

K. 8.1 (Comment 11). Budget Committee. (Gary) Motion to adopt amendment that 5/9 of Budget Committee be elected by faculty. Motion passes (1 = Nay; 3 = Abstain).
