‘material drawn from 12 years of person-centered research by director

and anthropologist Robert Lemelson. The series, which follows 6 individu-

als of different ages and backgrounds, explores the relationship between culture, mental lness, and first-person experience.

“Shadows and llluminations” follows Nyoman Kereta, a ural
Balinese man in hs late sixties, who suffers froma psychotic-fike
illness. The film explores how non-normative mental events and
behavior can be understood or interpreted in multiple ways outside the
‘confines of western psychiatric diagnostics.

“Memory of My Face” follows Bambang Rudiito, a university-
educated Indonesian man in his late thirties diagnosed with schizoaf-
fective disorder. The fimilustrates how the residues of colonialism
and the pervasive influence of globalization affect the subjective expe-
rience of mental llness.

“Ritual Burdens” follows Ni Ketut Kasih who has lived her whole life
‘surrounded by the complex rhythms of the Balinese ritual calendar.

“The film questions how communal spiritual obiigations may be folded
into personal schemas of stress to trigger episodes of mentalllness.

“The Bird Dancer" follows Gusti Ayu Suartini, a young Balinese
‘woman living with Tourette’s syndrome. The film addresses the
profound impact of family and community's acceptance or rejection
on the lifecourse of persons living with a neuropsychiatric disorder.

“Family Victim” follows EstuWardhani, a young Javanese man from
ahighly respected family whois labeled the “bad coconut”. The film
‘examines the bi-directional influences between an individual
considered to have a disruptive or troublesome personality and his
social world.

“Kites and Monsters” follows Wayan Yoga, a young Balinese from
boyhood to manhood, from ages 6 to 20, discovering the influential
and protective aspects of culture that may guide developmental
neuropsychiatric processes.
