D. R. SarDesai is professor emeritus of history and former chair of South and Southeast Asian studies at the University of California, Los Angeles. Among his many distinguished books is India: The Definitive History (Westview Press, 2008). This Prize honors his many contributions to the study of India, its history, people, and cultures.

Rules:


Must be a full time student in an accredited institution in a Southern California college or university (Santa Barbara to San Diego) during the 2008-2009 academic year. The competition is open to all students, independent of ethnic origin. 


There is an entry fee of $5. Checks should be made out to “India Studies, CSULB:  SarDesai Prize competition" 


Entries should be accompanied by a cover page with the individuals name, mailing address, telephone, fax numbers, and e-mail address; name, address of the institution where the student is enrolled, year of study and the name and telephone number of the faculty advisor or a school official. 


The contestant should include a statement that the essay is the author’s own work. The statement should be signed by the contestant and the student’s faculty advisor or a school official. 








The essay is limited to 3,500 words or less.(The length of the essay is not critical.) The name or any other identifying information about the contestant should not appear in the body of the essay or any place other than the cover page. Three copies of the essay should be submitted. 


Essays should be typed in double space, with a font size of not less than 10. Winning entrants will be required to provide a "windows-95/word" diskette. Essays will not be returned and become property of YCIS and may be used in future publications by the Yadunandan Center for India Studies, CSULB. 


Essays submitted without the above mentioned criteria will not be considered. 


E-mail submissions, with scanned verification forms, will be accepted. 


Essays will be reviewed, by a panel of judges, based on research of the subject, accuracy and effectiveness of presentation, clarity of thought, organization of text, correct and effective use of language, conclusions drawn and recommendations made. All sources of reference must be appropriately cited in the text with a number in the order of use and listed at the end of the essay under "references" 


The decision of the judges is final and can not be appealed. If the quality of the entries is not considered acceptable by the judges, one or more of the prizes may not be awarded. 


Last date for the receipt of the essays is February 1, 2009.   Prizes will be awarded during the 7th Annual Uka and Nalini Solanki Lecture, featuring Pico Iyer, on April 16, 2009.  The Prize winner will be notified by e-mail during the first week of April and will be the guest of the Center for the Solanki Lecture and D.R. SarDesai Prize presentation..

2010 Competition Entry Rules








	Eligibility/Criteria


Applicants must be full-time undergraduate students. 


Entries should be accompanied by the applicant’s name, mailing address, telephone, e-mail address as well as the name and address of the institution in which the student is enrolled. 


Applicants should include a statement that the essay is his or her own work. 


Essays should be no longer than 2,500 words, typed in double-spaced pages in Times New Roman (12 pt. font) or Arial (11 pt. font). 


Essays must speak directly to the topic assigned. 


The name or any other identifying information about the applicant should not appear in the body of the essay.





Selection/Notification Process


Essays will not be returned. They may be used in future publications by the Yadunandan Center for India Studies.


Essays will be reviewed by a panel of judges based on quality of research, accuracy and effectiveness of presentation, clarity of thought, organization of text, correct and effective use of language, conclusions drawn and/or recommendations made. 


The decision of the judges is final and cannot be appealed. The prize may not be awarded if the quality of the entries is not considered acceptable by the judges.


The deadline for the receipt of the essays is Friday, January 29, 2010.   The prize will be announced by March 2010 and awarded during the 8th Annual Uka and Nalini Solanki Lecture in April 2010. The winner will attend as a guest of the Yadunandan Center for India Studies.
