I. Directions for Visitors Arriving During Business Hours
1. Directions to the visitor’s information center:

At the Visitor Information Center, they will be expecting you. Simply let them know who you are, and that the Department of Romance, German, and Russian called ahead to advise them to have a pass ready for you. Our department secretaries are Cindy McCarty and Kim Glick. Their numbers: 562-985-4318 or 562-985-4317. They work until 4:30pm.
To get to campus from L.A.: take the 405 south and exit at Bellflower Blvd. You will turn left at the first light from the off-ramp and then make a right on Bellflower Blvd. Continue approximately 2 miles to Beach Drive and turn left at that light into campus. The Visitor Information Center will be on your right about 50 meters down the street.


2. Directions from the Center to Lot 6
You will be given a pass for Lot 6 at the Visitor’s Center. If they have to give you a permit to another lot, they will provide instructions.
To get to Lot 6, proceed on Beach Drive past the Visitor's Center, around the curve to the right, through a stop sign, and continue up the hill slowly.

You will pass the Library on the left (tall building) and then a parking lot (6). Park in Lot 6 by turning left. 
If you get instructions for lot 7:
If they give you a permit for lot 7, then proceed past Lot six and turn left immediately after Lot 6 onto a small street. Follow this street, South Campus Drive, approximately 150 meters until you come to a left turn into a U shaped drive. Follow the U shaped lot about 20 meters and turn right into the lot on the right. That is Lot 7.

3. Directions to Academic Services (my building) from Lots 6 and 7
From Lot 6:

1. Face the campus (do not face the street): walk approximately 50 meters between the Education building (on your right) and the Academic Services building (on your left). 

2. Walk left into Academic Services building. The Karl Anatol Center is where we have our events. It is on the first floor on the right near the drinking fountain. If we are going to meet in my office, please go to third floor either by elevator or stairs. I am in the Department of Romance, German, Russian (RGRLL), which shares space with Communication Studies in #312 of this building. There is a window and the attendants can direct you to my office before 4:30pm. After 4:30pm please call. If you have any problems at any time, please call numbers listed above.

From Lot 7:

1. Walk from Lot 7 back towards the fountain that is in the U shaped drive.
2. You will see two tall towers (MHB buildings). If you are facing the fountain and those buildings, Academic Services is to your left. It is marked on the maps as AS. The students know the building because the “Beach Hut” convenience store is there so if you are lost you can ask where the Beach Hut is.
3. Either to go the Karl Anatol Center, if that is where we are meeting on the first floor near the drinking fountain or, if we are meeting in my office, please proceed to the third floor. The Department of RGRLL and Communications Studies share an office: #312. There is a window and the attendants can direct you to my office before 4:30pm. After 4:30pm please call. If you have any problems at any time, please call numbers listed above.
4. There is a Starbucks coffee near my office and we can have a coffee break and/or a nice walk around campus if you arrive early.

I. Directions for Visitors Arriving before/after 9-5pm M-F

Since our Visitor Information Center closes at 5pm M-F and at 2p on weekends, if you are arriving after or before those times, please follow these instructions.
1. Directions to the department of RGRLL:

To get to campus from L.A.: take the 405 south and exit at Bellflower Blvd. You will turn left at the first light from the off-ramp and then make a right on Bellflower Blvd. Continue approximately 2 miles to Beach Drive and turn left at that light into campus. 
*Please call me when you get to campus so I can come outside and get your parking in order: 310 709 7050 is my cell. 562 985 2670 is my office number.*

The Visitor Information Center will be on your right about 50 meters down the street. Continue past the Visitor Information Center and wind your way through campus on that road. It will curve to the right. Stay on it until you get to Lot 6, where you will see a turn-in site to the left. Either I or a student will be there waiting for you. We will give you a parking pass so you can park in this lot.
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2. Directions to Academic Services (my building) from Lot 6
