Senior Fellowships On International 

Peace and Conflict Issues 
 
 The United States Institute of Peace 
invites applications for Senior Fellowships in 
its Jennings Randolph Program for Interna-
tional Peace.  These fellowships support 
practitioners and scholars working on re-
search projects concerning the sources and 
nature of international conflict and ways of 
preventing, managing, or resolving conflict. 
For 2006-2007, the Institute expects to 
award about 12 fellowships.  Priority will be 
given to proposals that promise to make a 
timely contribution to the understanding and 
resolution of ongoing and emerging interna-
tional conflicts.  The Institute is especially 
interested in proposals addressing problems 
of the Muslim world, postwar reconstruction 
and reconciliation in Iraq and elsewhere, and 
responses to terrorism and political vio-
lence. Proposals in all fields are welcome.  
Fellowships are open to citizens of any coun-
try. 
 Location: Fellows carry out their pro-
jects in residence at the Institute in Washing-
ton.  They participate in the Institute’s public 
outreach efforts, offering timely information 
to Congress, policymakers, and the public on 
international issues.  Books and reports re-
sulting from fellowships may be published by 
the Institute. 
 Duration: Fellowships are usually 
awarded for 10 months beginning in Octo-
ber.  Shorter term residencies are also avail-
able. 
 Stipend: The program attempts to match 
the recipient’s earned income during the 
year preceding the fellowship, up to a maxi-
mum of $80,000 for 10 months.  The award 
also covers health insurance premiums and 
travel to and from Washington for fellows 
and dependents, and half-time research assis-
tance. 
 Application & Deadline: All candidates 
must submit an official Institute application 
form.  The deadline for receipt of applica-
tions for 2006-2007 is September 15, 2005.

2005 
 
 THE HAYNES FOUNDATION invites 
proposals from regular, full-time social sci-
ence faculty members at four-year colleges 
and universities in the five-county (Los Ange-
les, Orange, Venture, San Bernardino, and 
Riverside) Southern California region for 
awards of $10,000 in its annual Faculty Fel-
lowship program.  (The program also is open 
to visiting faculty who will remain at the 
recipient institution for the duration of their 
research.)  Grants will be made to the col-
lege or university on behalf of the faculty 
member for subsequent disbursement.  Hav-
ing received a prior research grant from the 
Foundation does not preclude an award in 
this program.   More than one faculty person 
may apply from each institution; some insti-
tutions may receive more than one award, 
some none. 
AWARD USE  
Up to fifteen one-year awards of $10,000 
each will be announced on March 1, 2006 
and will be available for immediate use.  The 
awards may be used as a faculty summer 
research stipend, to cover other research 
assistance and expenses (excluding equip-
ment and hardware) which might be in-
curred throughout the year, or in some 
combination.  (The awards may not be used 
to argument salary during the regular aca-
demic year except as an addition to sabbati-
cal leave compensation.)  Fellowships may be 
used as seed money to begin as a research 
project, or as full or partial support for an 
ongoing project.  Grant recipients are re-
quired to submit a three-to-four-page sum-
mary report to the Foundation at the con-
clusion of the year’s project (no later than 
August 1, 2007). 
EVALUATION CRITERIA   
The basic factor in the evaluation of applica-
tions is the quality of the research proposal.  
Proposals which are well-conceived, imagina-
tive, and break new ground on economic, 
social and political problems will be favored.  
The Foundation’s interest is in social science 
research which has implication for influenc-
ing policy and action in the Los Angeles re-
gion; but research projects concerning the 
history of Southern California will also be 
considered.

Vuelve Sebastiana (Come Back, Se-
bastiana, 1953), Winner First Prize, Eth-
nographic Category 1956 SODRE Film Fes-
tival, Uruguay. Directed by Jorge Ruiz ( 25 
minutes)   
 This ethnographic documentary on the 
Chipaya Indian community focuses on the  
daily life and culture of Sebastiana Kespi, a 
Chipaya girl. An Aymara boy  introduces 
Sebastiana to his world, and she decides to 
stay. The seduction  of her new world is so 
strong that Sebastiana’s grandfather must 
come and persuade her to return to her 
roots. New 35mm print created by the 
Academy  Motion Picture Arts and Sciences 
Film Archive and California State University, 
Long Beach, Film and Electronic Arts De-
partment. 
 
Mina Alaska (1968) Directed by Jorge 
Ruiz (84 minutes) 
 A young American journalist, Jenny 
Smith, searches in Bolivia for her grandfa-
ther, a treasure hunter from whom she 
hasn’t heard in a long time. Her ad in the 
newspaper, offering a reward for informa-
tion about her grandfather’s whereabouts, 
is answered by a fierce gold smuggler who 
knew her grandfather. On her journey she 
finds her grandfather’s partner, Rodrigo 
Diaz (played by Hugo Roncal), who has the 
answer to her search. First Latin American 
film to be restored by the Academy of Mo-
tion Picture Arts and Sciences Film Archive, 
in collaboration with the Cinemateca Bolivi-
ana, and California State University, Long 
Beach, Film and Electronic Arts Depart-
ment.

For almost a year, the directors 
lived and worked in Farmingville in order to 
capture the stories the residents, day labor-
ers, and activists on all sides of the debate. 
Director Carlos Sandoval will introduce the 
film and afterwards there  will be Q and A.

Como el gato y el ratón (A Game of 
Cat and Mouse, 2002), Winner Golden 
Lion  and Youth Awards, Biarritz Film Festi-
val, France.

 The installation of street lighting in the 
neighborhood of La Estrella results in a big 
celebration. The next day, the locals illegally 
connect their homes to the lampposts toget 
free electricity. But happiness quickly turns 
to conflict, when one neighbor realizes that 
a wire running dangerously close to her 
clothesline comes from her best friend’s 
house. A squabble between two families 
quickly erupts that splits La Estrella into 
two warring factions.

American community center brings an Egyp-
tian poet to perform a 1000-year-old epic, 
sparks fly. The result is a familiar American 
tale: parents trying to pass on cherished 
traditions and language, while their children 
are at home in a world of McDonald's and 
MTV. With mesmerizing imagery, humor and 
warmth, Tales From Arab Detroit blends 
voices, poetry, song and dance into everyday 
stories of cultural conflict and resilience 
within the largest Arab community in North 
America.  
   
Benaat Chicago—Growing up Arab 
and Female in Chicago: This video is the 
result of the directors' year-long collabora-
tion with Arab American teenagers to docu-
ment their lives growing up on Chicago's 
southwest side. It addresses stereotypes and 
racism towards Arabs and Arab women, 
while showing what makes many Arab 
Americans proud of their cultural heritage. 
Thought provoking and insightful, this video 
is a complex portrayal of a Chicago commu-
nity often kept invisible.

American Studies 
 The American Studies Program has 
grown rapidly in the past few years, attract-
ing greater faculty participation and student 
enrollment. We currently have over thirty 
faculty members who are affiliated with the 
program, many of whom get together sev-
eral times each semester for meetings of our 
faculty reading group. Student interest in the 
major and the minor is also growing, with 
almost forty students on the books as of Fall 
2005. Several new courses have been cre-
ated for the major, including Amst 200: Ex-
plorations in American Popular Culture and 
Amst 350: California Cultures, both of which 
will be offered for the first time in Spring 
2006. We are in the process of rethinking 
what "American Studies" should mean in the 
twenty-first century (there is a long tradition 
of constant self-reflection within the field) 
and hope to continue the process of pro-
gram revision and curricular development 
this year. 
 The program has sponsored a number 
of guest lectures by academics, activists, 
artists and writers. We had excellent turn-
out last spring for visits by Christopher 
Looby of UCLA, Michael Willard of Okla-
homa State, and the poet and performance 
artist Marisela Norte. We have also taken 
students and faculty on tours of important 
local sites, including the Watts Towers, Judy 
Baca's Great Wall of Los Angeles, and the 
L.A. River. Several outings are being planned 
for this semester—we would love to have 
additional faculty and students join us. The 
next meeting of our faculty reading group 
will be held on Friday, October 21st, when 
we will be discussing Luis Alberto Urrea's 
The Devil's Highway (2004), which uses first-
person testimony, geographic history, cul-
tural and economic analysis, and poetry to 
explore U.S. immigration policy. If you would 
be interested in participating in our reading 
group and other events or in helping us fur-
ther develop the American Studies Program, 
please contact Brett Mizelle at 5-4424 or 
dmizelle@csulb.edu.

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Romance, German, Russian Languages 
and Literatures 
 Teresa Fiore, academic advisor of the 
Club Italia, is pleased to announce that the 
newly revived Club Italia on our campus was 
awarded a $1,500 grant by the National Italian 
American Foundation to organize cultural 
activities during this academic year. Besides 
the funds, the NIAF is offering full coverage of 
costs to the Club President (Michael Sguerri) 
to participate in the National Gala to be held 
in Washington this October.  
 The NIAF, founded in 1975 as a non-
profit organization in Washington, DC, is the 
major advocate in Washington, DC for nearly 
25 million Italian Americans, the nation's fifth 
largest ethnic group. Its mission is to preserve 
and protect Italian American heritage and 
culture by encouraging the teaching of Italian 
language and culture in U.S. schools, helping 
young Italian Americans with their educations 
and careers, and strengthening cultural and 
economic ties between Italy and the U.S.  The 
NIAF is much more prominent on the East 
Coast, so having been granted this award 
acquires even more meaning.  
 
 
Linguistics Department 
 Fall is off to a strong start in the Linguis-
tics Department. New Personnel include Dr. 
Rebekha Abbuhl, a specialist in English as a 
Second Language composition who recently 
spent a year working on legal writing with 
lawyers and judges relocated from other 
countries to the D.C. area. Her Ph.D. is from 
Georgetown University. Welcome Dr. Abbuhl 
if you wish at rabbuhl@csulb.edu. 
 Dr. Alexandra Jaffe presented a Keynote 
at the Language in the Media Conference, 
held Sept 12-14 in the UK, at the University 
of Leeds. Her topic was: "Corsican on the 
airwaves: Media discourse, practice and audi-
ence in a context of minority language shift 
and revitalization."   
 On campus that same week, on Septem-
ber 16, the departments of Linguistics and 
Chicano/Latino Studies co-sponsored the first 
2005-06 Linguistics Colloquium with Dr. Ana 
Celia Zentella, Professor of Ethnic Studies at 
University of California, San Diego, formerly 
of Hunter College, NYC. Her talk developed 
the concept of an “anthro-political” perspec-
tive on language socialization. Using data from 
Mexican, Caribbean, and Central American 
families in many settings, including the four 
corners of the nation: New York, Chicago, 
Texas and California, she posed hard ques-
tions about what is best for children. A group 
of 50 students and faculty engaged in dialogue 
about political motivations and unquestioned 
biases in assumptions about language develop-
ment.  
 Recent additions to the Linguistics com-
munity also include two scholars from Beijing 
Language and Culture University, Zhang Li 
and Jia Lie-ying, Dr. Astuko Hayashi from 
AAAS, and several graduate students, includ-

ing two new graduate assistants: Suzy Yow, 
Hide Okuno who will work in the Linguistics 
Lab and on department websites. 
 Department Chair John Attinasi contin-
ued his work with language and cultural de-
velopment for teachers in Mexico in August.  
Drs. Carol Lord and Michael Fender have 
extended their research with Dr. Robert 
Berdan on the relationship between eye-
tracking and fluency in reading. Other faculty 
members are also active in research on lan-
guage development, practice and education.  
Look for further details in subsequent news 
letters.  
 Finally, Dr. Xiaoping Liang is developing 
follow-ups to the visit for scholarly exchange 
an international teaching she led to China in 
summer. Drs. David Dowell and John Atti-
nasi also participated in the five city/six uni-
versity visit.

APPLICATION PROCEDURE 
Fifteen copies of a brief, two-page proposal, 
double-space in 12-point type face, should be 
received by the Foundation no later than 
3:00 p.m. on December 1, 2005.  The pro-
posal should state the research problem or 
project goals, the methods to be used, and 
the way the grant money will be spent.  Each 
proposal should be accompanied by written 
indication of institutional support from the 
academic dean or other appropriate aca-
demic administrator designed by the college 

or university, as well as a two-page con-
densed personal resume.  Please 
“bundle” these materials in 15 separate 
packets with the support letter first, 
followed by the proposal, then the re-
sume.  Please do not staple or bind the 
materials in any way: rather, separate the 
bundles with larger paper clips.
