· Suggestion to sharpen the language in how outcomes are measured.

· Discussion about the problem of numbering: the course cannot be taken by undergraduates and then again by the same student as a graduate student.  That issue was tabled for now.

· Suggestion to reduce the amount of writing for the undergraduate course.

· It will need a course level assessment plan for GE status.

· Committee will look at the new version and wait to approve it.
