Curriculum Reviews

A.    AAAS Department

(1)  New Course:  ASAM 407; Asians in Latin America, 3 units at C5

· AAAS Dept. is interested in more fully developing its curriculum to reflect diasporic patterns from Asia to Latin America.  It is seen as a course that will fill the needs of several departments.

· ‘Letter grade only’ requirement is meant to impress upon the students the seriousness of the requirements of the course.

· Approved as a new class.

(2) GE request:  ASAM 407; Request for Global 

· Justify the Interdisciplinary distinction for the GEGC the interdisciplinary methods need to be made more explicit, including showing how the course pulls from different disciplines, not just different fields.  Also, it must be in a specific category (D2?) along with the Global and Interdisciplinary status. 
· Suggestion to drop the number of fields drawn from to make the case that the course can fully combine the methodologies of all of them. 

· Suggestion also to build in consistent, if flexible, parameters for which disciplines will be emphasized, dependent on the Instructor of the course, and to make that explicit in the syllabus.

· Vote tabled until these changes can be made.


(3)  Course Change:  ASAM 305; Course title, prerequisites and description changing.

· Prerequisites  A/ST 300I, 301I are seen to be courses that should actually be taken after this course.

· Will delete the requirement for those courses; approved with this change.  

4)  Program change:  AST BA04. reduce units to 34, change requirements, electives. 

· Justification for the change is understood to be reasonable.

· Change is approved.

B.   RGRLL Department; Spanish Program


(1)  New Course:  SPAN 350, Hispanic Short Narrative, 3 units at C4

· Course is an effort to increase 300 level offerings.

· Suggestion to reword two learning outcomes in the ‘measurable outcomes’ section, and to hypen “Spanish speaking in catalog description. 

· Course approved with corrections.
C.  Linguistics Department


(1)  Program Change to LINGMA03; deleted “with LING 540 strongly advised in category 2.”

(2) Program Change to ENGLCT02: Request to add “Graduate” to the title, plus changes to prerequisites and requirements.  

· Suggestion to let EDUC know that EDP 573 will be dropped as an option; and to change the word ‘on’ to ‘in’ in change #5.

· Dean’s Office needs a full correct copy of the changes.

D.  History Department

(1)  Program Change:  HISTUM05 Middle Eastern Studies.  Change to core requirements and electives.

· Changes approved.

(2)  New Course:  HIST 365, Brazil.  3 units at C4.

· Suggestion to make catalog description more coherent.  

· Add the Course number on the SCO (replace XXX)

· Add some history-specific objectives.

· With those changes, course is approved.
(3)  Reactivate HIST 382A, Imperial China.  3 units at C2 

· Need clarification on the centuries covered between 382A and B.

· Absence policy also needs to be clarified.

· With those changes, course is approved.
(4)  New Courses:  HIST 440/540 and HIST 540/440, The Silk Roads.  3 units at C4

· Need a separate SCO for the 540 section for the file.  
· Grad section needs to be made ‘letter grade only.’

· Suggestion to break down requirements by percentage as well as points.

· With those changes, courses are approved.
(5)  New Courses:  HIST 460/560 and HIST 560/460, Slavery in Latin America.  3 units at C4.

· Add the Course numbers on the SCO (replace XXX)

· the grad version needs to be ‘letter grade only,’

· Need another copy of SCO for grad section.

· With those changes, course is approved.

(6)  New Courses:  HIST 465/565 and HIST 565/465; Painting as Power: The Politics of Visual Culture in the Early Modern Spanish Empire.  3 units at C4. 

· Add the Course numbers on the SCO (replace XXX).

· Add specific grad requirements for 565.

· Need more specific language for outcomes 4 and 5, i.e. the wording “students will understand,” and “learn to write.”  Move period to inside the parentheses on catalog description.

· Need both options or letter grade only—clarified for 465. 
· With those changes, course is approved.

(7)  Course Change HIST 464, Latin American Environmental History. 

Change to prerequisites.  

· Course change: suggestion for more specific language or course choice regarding ‘Latin American related’—which courses are required, and add ‘or consent of instructor.’

GE request for category D2 and IC

· With those changes, course is approved.

(8)  HIST 464:  GE request for category D2, IC and Global

· Interdisciplinary methods need to be made explicit.

· Global justification needs to be made more explicit.
· Writing component needs to be explicit
