A.  Geography Department



1)  New Course:  GEOG 130.  Geography of Climate 3 @ C3, 1@ C13

· Since it is a 100-level course, the prereqs will be made just coreqs.  The Department would like to keep this course at 100 level.

· C13 classification generates room space for labs; that is the reason for this classification.

· Remove asterisk from cover sheet; as well as typing errors on cover sheets and in SCO.

· Make sure texts match in SCO and cover sheet.

2) General Education Request:  GEOG 130.  Category B1b.  

· Using new GE forms for the first time, although the process is not finalized.

· Geography is concerned to be sure to get this approved for GE as the change in the B3 classification has been destructive to Geography.  This course is a rare opportunity to introduce B1 and B2 in CLA.

· Committee is mindful that  approving this one course does not  commit it to the terms of the new GE process.

· Pending submission of the SAGE documents, new cover sheet, new SCO form, rationale for exception to GE moratorium by the end of March—committee approves.


B.  Women’s Studies Department
