A. Journalism Department

1) Program Change to JOURBA08: request to add a Public Relations Specialization.

C.  German Program



1)  Program Change: RGRBA02 German; Adding “taught in German” and eliminated 

GERM 480.

· GERM 480 is eliminated because it was the only one in list taught in English.

· Approved.

2)  Program Change:  RGRMA02 German: adding “taken at CSULB campus”, and “in some cases Students may require as many as 16 additional credits to fulfill the second language requirement.”

D.  Italian Program

1)  New Course:  ITAL 433 and ITAL 533: Italian Literature as Historical Memory 3 units at C2

· Italian Program growing an MA program quickly, with TAs to be hired next year.

· The Proposal for the MA program is expected to be approved presently.

· Classification on cover sheet needs to be changed from C2 to C4.

· Fix the century discrepancy on SCO within ‘Justification.’

· Strengthen the ‘Learning Outcomes’ to be more concrete, and direct.

· 6th bullet typo.

· ‘Guidelines for Oral Reports..” section 9 on p 6-8 should be deleted from the SCO and put on a syllabus.



2)  New Course:  ITAL 478 and ITAL 578: The Italian Novelistic Tradition 3 @ C2

· Change/add classification to C4.

· Within ‘Methods of Instruction’ the methods and expectations need to be more clearly differentiated between graduate and undergraduate.

· Need to make punctuation in ‘Standard Course Outline’ consistent.

· Under ‘Textbooks’ add some titles to choose from, delete the’ V.,’.

· With those changes, course is approved.

3)New Course:  ITAL 688: Monographic Course on Italian Literature or Culture 3 @ C5

· SCO needs to be more generic.  Focus on Manzoni needs to be deleted.

· Title on SCO is different than on course form.  SCO title will prevail for clarity.

· Prereq: of 650 does not yet exist in the catalog.  It will be taken out of this SCO for the time being, and possibly replaced with ‘consent of instructor.’

· Section IV on SCO, grammar and content need to be made consistent.

· Capitalization of titles of texts throughout the SCO need to be made consistent.

· With these changes, course is approved.
