Curriculum Reviews


A.  English Department

1)  Program Change to ENGLMA01.  Request to raise English GPA, and add new GRE text. 

· Purpose is to make sure that students are better prepared for program.

· Change is approved.


B.  French Program

1)  New Option for Existing Degree:  BA in French Studies replaced by new Interdisciplinary Option under the BA program in French and Francophone Studies.  

· Inconsistent naming of program on different pages of document need to be made consistent.

· Old program needs to be discontinued simultaneously with start of new program.  Will check with C. Lindsay for the process.

· Clarify Sections 4 a and c and 2 c and d.

· With theses changes, change is approved.

C.  Italian Program



1)  New Degree:  Master of Arts in Italian Studies; Consider for Fast track

· P. 20 prereq, needs to be changed from French to Italian.  Need to add a minimum GPA of 3.0.

· P. 21, third line typo “my,” to “may”

· One more form needed as well.

· The addition of further grad level courses will be paid for by substituting TAs as Instructors for lower-division courses to some extent.  But there will be potentially higher costs in the future.

· With those change, new degree program is approved.


D.  Women’s Gender and Sexuality Studies Department

1)  Program Change to WSTUM01.  Request to increase required units, change core and number of required units.  (Request to change degree name forwarded 11/08)

· Changes approved.

2)  Program Change to WSTBA01. Request to change core, required # of units, and organization of electives.  (Request to change degree name forwarded 11/08)

· Under “required” eliminate the word “categories.”

· Under “core requirements” eliminate phrase “to include” after “nine units.”

· Will add explicitly that the rest of units will be completed by elective WGSS courses.

· Organization can be clarified by working with the form.

· Typos will be corrected.

· Question re: requirement for a “C” grade for all courses will be considered.

· With those changes, the change in major is approved.

3) New Course:  WGSS 205, Introduction to Queer Studies 3 units at C2

· Typos in cover sheet to be corrected.

· With that change, course is approved.

4)  New General Education request: WGSS 205; Request for C2c and D2.  Collaborative track A.1 and Intercultural Competence.

· “Critical thinking” category needs to be rethought

· C3 needs to be changed to category D2.

· Sample syllabus—emphasis on how SLOs are implemented.

· Tabled until these changes are made.

5)  New General Education request: WGSS 216; Request for D2, other humanities, and IC. Collaborative track A.1 and Intercultural Competence.  

· Use new SAGE benchmark language

· Develop justification for GE

· Change C3 to D2

· Sample syllabus

· Tabled until these changes are made.


E.  American Studies Program



1)  General Education Request: AMST 351; Request for D2; 

Collaborative track; A1 and A3.  

· With addition of sample syllabus and moving bibliography, GE status is approved.

2)  General Education Request:  AMST 421; Request  for D1b; Collaborative track A1 and A3.

· Add explicit details about what makes it interdisciplinary.

· GE status approved.
