A.  Anthropology Department

1)  New Courses: ANTH 430 and ANTH 530: New Media Ethnography, 

3 units at C5, 1 unit at C13.  (3 hour seminar and 2 hour lab).

· SCO needs to show explicit differences between 400 and 500 level.

· Specifically, needs to articulate how the level of learning is higher, not just more.

· Discussion with the Anthropology Dept. members present about the appropriateness of the visual Anthropology courses in terms of the future direction in which the Department is going.  

· Some concern expressed as to whether the course impacts the Film Dept.  Would like clearance before the ‘curriculum festival.’  

· The Anthropology Dept and larger committee feel confident this does not impinge on Film Dept.

· There are no expenses for students.

· Typo on p. 5.

· Suggestion to change language to be sure to articulate limits on amount on time in class spent watching film/video.

· Lists of Outcomes should be made parallel.

· Course approved.

2)  New Courses: ANTH 441 and ANTH 541: Ethnographic Film Production 1, 

2 units at C5, 2 units at C13 (2 hour seminar and 4 hour lab).

· Courses meant to be taken successively in the same year.

· Designation is for 3 hours in class, 2 hours in lab to = 4.3 WTU; (3 units @ C5, and 1 unit @ C13) 4 units for the student, and 5 week hours.

· This does make the courses more expensive than other courses—particularly courses being considered for removal.

· Anthro curriculum committee has taken this into account.

· Prereq on SCO needs to be fixed to match the cover sheet.

· On SCO, under Measurable Outcomes, don’t need an “A.”

· Typos on p 6 in “assignment #7”

· Strengthen distinction between experience between 400 and 500 levels.

· Note needs to be made in SCO and syllabus that makes some room for approved reasons for late assignments, and attendance.

· Course approved.
