Curriculum Reviews 


A.  Anthropology Department

1)  A.  The request from the Anthropology department to drop ANTH 453, 472, 481,485, 464, 488, 553, 551, 571, 572, 573, 581, 564, 585, 587, and 588 was moved and seconded.  The Chair of the Anthropology department and the department's Curriculum Committee chair presented the department's rationale, arrived at after more than a year's discussion and balloting within the department.  The major purpose behind this request is to provide what the majority of faculty in the department sees as appropriate balance and integration among the four standard sub-discipline's within the field of anthropology.  This entails some de-emphasis of the archeology segment of the curriculum, especially at the graduate level.  Faculty from the archeology sub-discipline - and also from outside the Anthropology department - spoke against the department's request to drop these courses from the catalog, arguing that the department's de-emphasis of the archeology sub-discipline is ill-advised, and that dropping the courses at this time is at least unnecessary.  

In the interest of accommodating faculty from other departments having important business before the committee at this, the last meeting of the year, the committee moved to postpone further consideration of this Anthropology request until the end of the meeting.

B.  Africana Studies Department



1)  New Course: AFRS 215.  Introduction to Africana Aesthetics.  3 units at C2?

· Should be AFRS 214.

· The old cover forms need to be deleted.

· Cover sheet needs to be changed to match SCO re: Pre and Co reqs, and change African to Africana.

· Incomplete sentence under 4B, 1C.

· Other typos throughout doc need to be corrected.

· Might need to run it by Philosophy as a courtesy at least.

· SCO is too long for GEGC. Some information is too specific for SCO.  Better put in the syllabus.

· Should be classed C2.
