A.  GEGC Update

No one from the Committee came to the meeting, so Mark Wiley informed us of two changes being discussed that will impact CLA in ways that are difficult to predict.  The first is that the C3 category has disappeared and its courses will be folded into the C1 and C2 categories.  The C2 category will be collapsed from three areas to one general category of the Humanities.  Students will be able to choose only 3 units from a particular discipline, for a total of 6 units in C2.  The second change is the creation of what is called the LEAP Capstone.  This will mean that Capstone courses in any discipline will be available for GE credit, if the course includes at least 1 LEAP outcome.  Students can double-count such a course for the major and GE credit.  The criteria for these LEAP Capstone courses are still being worked out by the GEGC, and the implications of whether such courses will hurt departments that offer a large number of Interdisciplinary Capstones courses remain unclear.  Another overall change to the GE policy is that students can now double-count 16 units instead of 10.
