A.   Sociology Department


1)  New Course: SOC 670, Sociological Practice,  3 units @ C4.

· Suggestion made to add an “s” to the end of “prerequisite” in catalog copy.

· Suggestion to make capitalization of words in the Justification consistent.

· Suggestion to change the word “world” in the Justification to “community.”

· Suggestion to change the word “discuss” in the Outcomes to something more specific.

· With those changes, the course is approved.


B.  Economics Department



1)  New Course: ECON 330, Game Theory, 3 units @ C4.

· Suggestions for changes: Be sure that the prerequisite requirement is consistent on both the course form and the SCO, and the course number is C4 in both places as well; change the word “on” in the catalog description to “to”; move the last paragraph in the Justification to the top of the section for clarity; add more and more current sources in the bibliography; include in the Methods of Assessment the explicit statement that no single assignment can count for more than one-third of the grade.

· With those changes, the course is approved.



2)  General Education request: ECON 372, Category D2

· Suggestion to clarify the language on how the SLOs will be accomplished.  Also, cut them down to a more manageable number.

· Clarify how the course assessment will be carried out.

· With those changes made in consultation with the Associate Dean, GE status is approved.

3) General Education request: ECON 366, Category D3

· The SLOs need to be clarified and developed, and also can be cut to a more manageable number.

· The bibliography needs to be developed with full citations and titles of books.

· With those changes, GE status is approved.


C.  Philosophy Department



1)  New Course: PHIL 601, ProSeminar, 3 units @ C5

· Suggestion to change the course number to 696 for consistency with other graduate methods classes.

· The SCO form has two #10s.

· Suggestion to fill  in the details under sections: Course Objectives, Methods of Instruction, Methods of Assessment in order to clarify the purpose of the class.
