Educational Policies & Curriculum Committee Minutes, 2007-2008

Minutes of Meeting #13, April 29, 2008

The meeting was called to order at 3:35pm in the MHB-315 by Mary McPherson.

Members Present: Linda España-Maram, William Johnson, Mary McPherson, Brett Mizelle, Jennifer Reed, Guy Yamashiro.

Guests: Nancy Quam-Wickham and Sarah Schrank (History).

1. The minutes of the April 15, 2008 meeting were approved unanimously.

2. There were no announcements or adjustments to the agenda.

3. Curriculum Reviews

A. History Department

1)  Program Change:  HISY BA01

The deletion of "6. Complete UHP 499 Synthesis…" was approved unanimously.

2)  Program Change:  HISTUM03

This program change (removing three no-longer-offered courses and replacing them with two recently-approved courses) was approved unanimously pending the following friendly suggestion: the full text of section B needs to be included in the final document submission.

3)  Course Change:  HIST 301

The department wanted the deletion of the "repetition" option for this course (other than when students use a repeat/delete, of course). The new catalog seemed to indicate that this change might have already been completed administratively. If that was not the case, the EPCC approved this course change unanimously with the addition of "History majors only" to the prerequisite language.

4)  Course Change:  HIST 369

This number change and the removal of the asterisk for graduate credit was approved unanimously.

Friendly suggestions were made for the future when this class comes up for GE.

5)  Course Change:  HIST 371

The number change, addition of the GE prerequisite and the change to the course description were approved unanimously.

6)  Course Change:  HIST 377

The number change, addition of the GE prerequisite and the change to the course description were approved unanimously, although the GE prerequisite (absent from the current course change document) needs to be added for final submission. 

7)  Course Change:  HIST 380

An older course (HIST 380: United States Since 1945) is being split into two courses, HIST 380A (The United States in the Liberal Era 1945-1968) and HIST 380B (The United States Since 1968). It was not immediately clear to EPCC what the best method was for replacing HIST 380 with HIST 380A and HIST 380B. The consensus was that HIST 380 to HIST 380A is a course change and HIST 380B is a new course. 

A motion to change the number, title, course description and short title of HIST 380 to HIST 380A was approved with the following changes: the statement "Not open to students with credit in HIST 380" needs to be added to the course description and the typo in the course title needs to be corrected.

8)  New Course:  HIST 380B

This new course was approved unanimously with the following friendly suggestions: the "Methods of Assessment" in the SCO should include the "assessments may include" language from the HIST 380A SCO. The typo in the course title also needs to be corrected.

9)  New Course: HIST 451

The EPCC noted that section H (on graduate students) needs to be removed from section IV of the SCO since this is not going to be a graduate course. Section X ("Instructional Requirements") should reflect CSULB rather than instructor policies on plagiarism, attendance, etc. The "measured by" sections for section IV on "Objectives and Outcomes" need to be made more specific to each outcome (they are currently all the same). This course was approved unanimously pending receipt of the above changes.

10) New Course: HIST 496 

This new special topics course "shell" was approved unanimously.

4. Other Business

There was no further business on today's agenda, so the meeting was adjourned at 4:40pm.
