General Rules and Regulations
TheatreFest 2011: “Had I but followed the arts!”
Must be read, signed, and returned with the  registration information. 

1. Every participant is required to adhere to all of the rules and regulations of TheatreFest. Failure to comply may result in disqualification and removal from the event.  

2. TheatreFest 2011 Administrative Staff reserves the right to refine and expand all of the rules and regulations as the situation demands. Participants will be informed of any changes. 

3. All weapons must be approved and stored by the TheatreFest Staff.  

4. A high school faculty member or a chaperone must supervise all participating students.   

5. All high school teachers and/or chaperones are directly responsible for their students’ behavior and selections of performance materials.  

6. Nudity is not permitted.  

7. Profanity is not permitted unless it is present in the original text of script or song.  

8. Eating, drinking, and smoking in any of the competition rooms is not permitted.  

9. Everyone attending the events must remain quiet and orderly during the performances.  

10. Entering and exiting the performance area is not allowed during a performance. You may only enter a competition room when directed to do so by room monitor.  

11. All teachers and/or directors must check-in Friday between 8:30am and 9:30am and Saturday between 8:30am and 9:15am.  

12. All teachers and/or directors must sign and return this form with the registration information.  

13. Each high school teacher will obtain necessary and appropriate Permission/Field Trip forms required by their School District.  

14. School fee is $100 (non-refundable) and is due by March 11, 2011.  

15. Fees must be paid by check or money order, payable to “CSULB FOUNDATION”, with “TheatreFest 2011” written in the memo line.  

16. All participants must be currently enrolled in their participating high school.  

17. Parents, friends, family, chaperones, and guests may attend the festival for free.  

18. Each student is allowed to enter a maximum of two performance categories as well as two design categories. Musical Theatre Ensemble will not count towards the two performances, i.e. students may compete in the Musical Theater Ensemble, two other performance categories, and two design categories.

19. No persons or personal items are permitted to remain on campus overnight.

RULES FOR COMPETITION

Monologue Rules:

Comedic Monologues:

1. Contemporary Comedic Monologues will be between one and two minutes.

2. Monologues can be from any time period, but must come from a published play.

3. Each school will be allowed a maximum of three entries for this category.

4. Cast should consist of one actor.  

5. A chair will be provided. Other scenery is not permitted.  

6. Costumes and hand props are permitted. 

7. Lighting is not permitted. During the first two rounds of judging working lights will be provided in the performance spaces.  A light plot will be provided by the TheatreFest 2011 Staff for the final judging round. The TheatreFest 2011 Staff will provide the look and will run the light board for this round. The look that is provided will be the same for all schools.   

Dramatic Monologues:

1. Dramatic Monologues will be between one and two minutes.

2. Monologues can be from any time period, but must come from a published play.

3. Each school will be allowed a maximum of three entries for this category.

4. Cast should consist of one actor.  

5. A chair will be provided. Other scenery is not permitted.  

6. Costumes and hand props are permitted.

7. Lighting is not permitted. During the first two rounds of judging working lights will be provided in the performance spaces.  A light plot will be provided by the TheatreFest 2011 Staff for the final judging round. The TheatreFest 2011 Staff will provide the look and will run the light board for this round. The look that is provided will be the same for all schools.

Scene Rules

Comedic Scenes:

1. Comedic Scenes will be between three to four minutes.  

2. Cast should consist of two to four actors.

3. Each school will be allowed a maximum of three entries in this category.  

4.   Scenes can be from any time period, but must come from a published play.

5. One table and two chairs will be provided. If you need a specific size table please bring your own. 

6. Costumes and hand props are permitted.

7. Additional scenery is permitted, but it must be on and off within 30 seconds.  Please limit your additions to boxes, chairs, and other carry on scenery items.

8. Lighting is not permitted. The first two rounds of judging will have working light in the performance rooms.  A light plot will be provided by the TheatreFest 2011 Staff for the final judging round. The TheatreFest 2011 Staff will provide the look and will run the light board for this round. The look that is provided will be the same for all schools.

Dramatic Scenes:

1. Contemporary Dramatic Scenes will be between three to four minutes.  

2. Cast should consist of two to four actors.

3. Each school will be allowed a maximum of three entries in this category.  

4. Scenes can be from any time period, but must come from a published play.  

5. One table and two chairs will be provided. If you need a specific size table please bring your own. 

6. Costumes and hand props are permitted.

7. Additional scenery is permitted, but it must be on and off within 30 seconds.  Please limit your additions to boxes, chairs, and other carry on scenery items.

8. Lighting is not permitted. The first two rounds of judging will have working light in the performance rooms.  A light plot will be provided by the TheatreFest 2011 Staff for the final judging round. The TheatreFest 2011 Staff will provide the look and will run the light board for this round. The look that is provided will be the same for all schools.

Musical Theatre Rules:

Musical Theatre Solo: 

1. Musical Theatre solo entries will be between two and four minutes. 

2. Song must be selected from the Broadway Musical Theatre canon (no movies or TV shows, please).

3. Each school will be allowed a maximum of three entries for this category. 

4. Cast should consist of one person.

5. The school will be allowed a maximum of 30 seconds for set-up and 30 seconds for break down for each performance.  

6. Lighting is not permitted. During the first two rounds of judging working lights will be provided in the performance spaces.  A light plot will be provided by the TheatreFest 2011 Staff for the final judging round. Staff will provide the look and will run the light board for this round. The look that is provided will be the same for all schools.    

7. One table and one chair will be provided. If you need a specific size table please bring your own. Additional furniture can be brought by the school, however it must be carried on and off during the allotted one minute between entries.  Please limit your additions to boxes, chairs, and other carry on items.  Please do not bring elaborate scenery.  

8. Please be aware that wings and offstage areas may not always be provided.  In such cases, the sides of the playing areas will be used for this purpose.    

9. Taped accompaniment or arrangements are mandatory on CD. Participants will be responsible for bringing their music to the competition room, giving two copies to the music operator, and retrieving both copies when finished. 2. Song must be selected from the Broadway Musical Theatre canon (no movies or TV shows, please).

3. Each school will be allowed a maximum of three entries for this category. 

4. Cast should consist of two to four people.

5. The school will be allowed a maximum of 30 seconds for set-up and 30 seconds for break down for each performance.  

6. Lighting is not permitted. During the first two rounds of judging working lights will be provided in the performance spaces.  A light plot will be provided by the TheatreFest 2011 Staff for the final judging round. Staff will provide the look and will run the light board for this round. The look that is provided will be the same for all schools.    

7. One table and one chair will be provided. If you need a specific size table please bring your own. Additional furniture can be brought by the school, however it must be carried on and off during the allotted one minute between entries.  Please limit your additions to boxes, chairs, and other carry on items.  Please do not bring elaborate scenery.  

8. Please be aware that wings and offstage areas may not always be provided.  In such cases, the sides of the playing areas will be used for this purpose.    

9. Taped accompaniment or arrangements are mandatory on CD. Musical Theatre Ensemble: 

1. Musical Theatre entries must adhere to a maximum of 13 minutes. 

2. Song must be selected from the Broadway Musical Theatre canon (No movies of TV shows, please).

3. Each school will be allowed a maximum of ONE entry for this category. 

4. The entry will have no less than two students, there is no maximum total. 

5. The school will be allowed a maximum of one minute for set-up and one minute for break down for each performance.  

6. Lighting is not permitted. During the first two rounds of judging working lights will be provided in the performance spaces.  A light plot will be provided by the TheatreFest 2011 Staff for the final judging round. Staff will provide the look and will run the light board for this round. The look that is provided will be the same for all schools.    

7. One table and two chairs will be provided. If you need a specific size table please bring your own. Additional furniture can be brought by the school, however it must be carried on and off during the allotted two minutes between entries.  Please limit your additions to boxes, chairs, and other carry on items.  Please do not bring elaborate scenery.  

8. Please be aware that wings and off stage areas may not always be provided.  In such cases, the sides of the playing areas will be used for this purpose.    

9. Taped accompaniment or arrangements are mandatory on CD. Participants will be responsible for bringing their music to the competition room, giving two copies to the music operator, and retrieving both copies when finished. Both CDs must be labeled with the school name, contestant code, and entry title directly on the CD. The accompaniment must be the only track on the CD. The CD must only contain music (no recorded vocals), and if you are combining multiple songs they must be edited into only ONE TRACK.  Please record any breaks into track, they count towards total time limit. Points will be deducted by judges for failure to comply. The TheatreFest 2011 Staff will provide a music operator for each round of competition. Only TheatreFest Staff may run the CD during competition; we cannot allow for stopping, pausing, fast-forwarding, etc. NO LIVE ACCOMPANIMENT IS ALLOWED.

Improvisation Rules:

Improv teams will consist of two to six players. Each team will have a captain to represent their team.  Each team is required to know how to play the games listed in the “Playbook” section of this packet prior to their first match. Teams scoring highest will advance to semi-finals on Saturday morning. The three teams with the most points after the second match will take 1st, 2nd, and 3rd place respectively.
Rules
1) The referee will be the final authority for all decisions regarding the matches. If teams have concerns or questions regarding how matches are run, games are played, or clarification on judging criteria, they should address all these concerns to the referee. The referee’s word is final, and all teams are expected to respect and trust his/her judgment. 

2) Teams are expected to keep their scenes at a PG-13 rating. Adult themes, adult content, sexual innuendo, excessive violence, swearing, ethnic jokes and other questionable content must be avoided. We understand that accidental slip-ups can happen, but if there is a second violation the team will be disqualified automatically. Basic rule of thumb – if you would feel uncomfortable saying it in front of your parents, think carefully . . . 

3) Props are not allowed in the competition. This includes any outside objects other than clothing worn by the performer, and the chairs provided by the festival. 
4) Each school will be allowed a maximum of ONE entry for this category. 
5) Each match will proceed in the following manner:
- Game 1: Warm-Up Game (Team Choice): Each team presents a three to four minute warm-up game of their choice from the Warm-Up Game List. The game must incorporate all of the team’s players. This game will provide the team an opportunity to warm-up.  This game also allows teams a chance to display their skills as an ensemble. 
- Game 2: Scene Game (Referee’s Choice): The referee will choose a game from the Playbook for each team to play. The game should not be longer than 4 minutes.  The team’s least favorite games will not be chosen.  
- Game 3: Scene Game (Team Choice): Teams will perform a game of their choice from the playbook.  The game should be no longer than 4 minutes.  This gives the team an opportunity to perform their stronger games. Teams should vary their Team Choice games for the two different rounds.

6) The judges will evaluate all three games played by the teams based on the overall performance of the team’s work using the criteria listed below.  

Match Information

• Matches will last approximately 13 minutes for each team
• Teams will perform three games during each match (approx 4-5 minutes each), including one warm-up game and two scene games
• The referee and judges will give any and all suggestions. No one else!
• Games will only be chosen from the Playbook

The Referee 

Each match will be facilitated by a qualified referee. The referee’s duties include: serving as a mediator between the teams and the judges, and ensuring that the matches do not run over the 13 minute limit. The referee is not a judge, and will not be evaluating the team’s performance. The referee is responsible for choosing one of three games that the teams will play. The referee will also have a monitor assisting him/her, with whom the students must check-in once they arrive for their match. 

Judges Criteria

INFORMATION: Who, What, Where, Why?  Did the improvisers allow for the development of a rounded, self-sufficient narrative?
USE: How was the information presented by the improvisers?  Did they rely too much on dialogue or actively add info with pantomime, emotional adjustments, stage movement, and broad characterization?  Did they effectively endow characters, places and object with personal meaning and idiosyncratic point-of-view?  Were they specific?  Did they raise the stakes?  Did they always say yes or did they deny information and possibilities?  Did they ask questions on stage or did they choose to know the answer and add new information?

ENSEMBLE: How did they work together?  Was there equality among team members’ participation or did one performer tend to lead the scenes?  Did they argue about facts or live in the action of the now?  Did they try to control the scenes or did they discover them as they actively unfolded?  Did they seem to trust each other?  Did they make eye contact and work together to add information to each other’s offerings or did they seem isolated?  Did they LISTEN, pick up every piece of information that was dropped on stage and use it to further the scene?
ENTERTAINMENT: Did the scene capture your imagination or make you laugh?  Did the improvisers make bold, committed choices?  Were they confident and proactive?  How was their comic timing?  Did they create plausible, pleasing characters?  Were the relationships developed?  Could you empathize with the characters in these relationships?  Did you enjoy the work that unfolded on the stage??

Improv styles and techniques vary greatly. Many of these games go by different names; be sure you read each description carefully. You may have played it before, but called it something different. The Playbook lists the games that will be played at this festival.

Warm-Up Games:

First Line, Last Line: With the suggestion of a sentence from the referee, two members of the team will start a scene. The rest of the team will have their backs turned away from performers, allowing the scene to be heard, but not seen. As the scene progresses the turned teammates will say freeze and replace one of the performers. The new teammate will then start a new scene beginning with the last line and in the last position of the replaced performer. This process repeats itself until one of the teammates finds a way to close the scene with the suggested opening sentence that was given at the beginning of the game. 

185: The team lines up, and as a player comes up with a joke, he/she moves forward and to center. A suggestion will be given by the referee which the teams will use to make up a 185 joke about. The 185 joke formula:  185 (plural noun) walk into a bar; they ask the bartender for a drink, bartender says sorry we don’t serve your kind here, and the (plural noun) say why not, and the bartender responds (insert punch line). Players have the freedom to alter the formula however they’d like so long as they keep the joke revolving around the suggestion. Referees will change the suggestion once they feel that the team is struggling to come up with any more jokes.
World’s Worst: The team lines up the same as ‘185.’ Given a suggestion of a profession by the referee, the individual team members will demonstrate the world’s worst example of this profession. Referees will change the profession once they feel that the team is struggling to come up with any more examples.

Beastie Boys’ Rap:  This game involves three team members who will be in the following configuration:

“X” is upstage so the two “O’s” can hear them clearly.

 

“X” is the Point Man and “O” is the Hype Man.  “X” sets up the rhyme for the team. For example, "My friend’s name is Fred and he likes to...."and then O (both of them, at the same time) finish the suggested word, i.e. "DANCE."  If either of the O's does not say the correct word, that team rotates and an O becomes X.  They also have to rotate if the X slips up, or if he says the rhyming word before the O’s do.  If each O says a different word they rotate. If the O’s use a word that has already been used, they rotate. Points are awarded based on the number of rotations (i.e. few rotations = more points).

Questions: The team will split into two lines and face off against one another.  Each pair can only communicate with questions.  The questions have to revolve around the generic suggestion that will be provided by the referee. Inflection in the tone of the voice does not constitute as a question. Question words, like who, what, where, when, how, and why, must be used.  If the referee feels that a question wasn’t asked or there was too long a hesitation, the teammate will be replaced with a new team member. The disqualified team member will go to the end of his line, and follow the rotation. The game will allow each teammate to have at least two rounds.

Movie Posters:  In this game there will be no suggestion at all. One teammate will stand aside from his fellow teammates with his back turned from them unable to see the action. The remaining teammates must arrange their bodies in odd positions and hold the pose like statues. Then the player with his back turned, will turn around, look at his teammates and, based on the group’s pose, make up a title of an imaginary movie based on pose.  He then announces the movie to the audience as if it were a coming attraction. He should incorporate each of the posed teammates in his 30-second description of the movie. He should mention what famous actors are in the film, what characters they play, what kind of movie it is, the basic plot of the movie, and when the movie is coming out. The posed teammates cannot move for the duration of the announcement. Once this is completed, the process repeats with a new announcer until each teammate has announced.

Scene Games:

Moving Bodies: This game requires 4 teammates. The two teammates performing the scene will not be allowed to move their own bodies. They will each have a teammate responsible for moving them around on stage. The teammates responsible for moving the actors in the scene cannot talk; their only job is to provide the movement of the actors. The two actors doing the scene carry out the scene just like they were moving themselves, and do not pay any attention to their teammates moving them. The team takes a suggestion of either an object or a location for the scene from the referee.  The performers will complete the scene using the suggested body positions given by the movers.

Forward/Reverse:  The team takes a suggestion of either an object or a location for the scene from the referee. The actors will do a scene and throughout the course of the scene the referee will call out ‘forward’ or ‘reverse,’ and the actors have to take the scene forwards or backwards accordingly. Note: The actors do not need to speak backwards; they only have to be sure that the order of the subjects they said in the scene is reversed.

Musical Scene: The team is given a suggestion by the referee of a topic about which they will create an imaginary musical. The scene should progress just like a normal scene, but should be musically oriented, with the elements of musical theatre.

Changing Emotions: The team is given a suggestion of either an object or a location by the referee. The actors will do a scene, and throughout the course of the scene the referee will call out a number of different kinds of emotions. Everyone who is in the scene must then endow themselves with these emotions and carry the scene out as if they had that emotion. They must do this until the referee calls out a new emotion, or the actors conclude the scene.

Genre Replay:  The team is given a suggestion of either an object or a location by the referee. The team then does a one-minute scene. After they’ve finished the scene they will have to redo the same scene three times, but in the manner of a suggested theatre style, film style, or television style. The suggestions of these styles will come from the referee; however the order that the team performs each of these styles is completely up to them. 

New Choice:  The team is given a suggestion of either an object or a location for the scene by the referee. The actors will do a scene and through the course of the scene the referee will call out “new choice.” Whatever the team has just said or done needs to be replaced with something different. The scene continues until the actors naturally end the scene. 

Party Quirks:  This game is for four people. One person leaves the room. He is the host of the party, and will be guessing who or what the three guests are. While the host is out of the room the three guests each take a suggestion as to who or what they are from the referee. They can be a famous person, an animal, an object, or have odd characteristics. Then the host comes back in the room and sets up for his/her party. The guests come into the scene one at a time and hint at their relationship to the host. The guests are not allowed to reveal who or what character they have been given except through their actions.  As the scene progresses the host guesses at what the suggestion is, after the host guesses correctly what each guest is that guest exits the scene. The game goes on until the host guesses who or what all the guests are or the time allotted is up.
Sentence Fragments: The team is given a suggestion of either an object or a location for a scene by the referee. The team then performs a normal scene, but through the course of it they will pull out written sentences that were provided by the referee, and incorporate these into the scene. They will need to make the sentence make sense in the context of the scene. The game ends when the scene comes to a natural conclusion.

Technical Theatre Rules:

5. Name of the instructor.  

6. Contestant code.

7. Scale of the drawing.  


Requirements For Scenic Design

1. All material must have a tag.  

2. Submit the following:  

a. A ground plan with a scale of ½”=1’0”.  

b. Either one rendering or one ½” scale model.  

3. Also include a paper with:    

a. Your concept related to the play.  

b. Use the play and your concept to explain why certain choices were made (color, texture, placement, etc.).  

4. Photographs of the actual set may be submitted, but are not required.  

Requirements For Lighting Design

1. All material must have tag.  

2. Submit the following:  

a. One light plot from the play.  

b. Board hook up that relates to the light plot.  

3.  Also include a paper with:    

a. Your concept related to the play.  

b. Use the play and your concept to explain why certain choices were made (color, angles, instruments, etc.).  

c. A gel/ instrument schedule sheet or a magic sheet.  

5.  Photographs of the actual design may be submitted, but are not required.  

Requirements For Costume Design

1.  All material must have a tag.  

2. Submit the following:  

a. Three costume sketches from one selected play.  Each sketch must represent a different character.  

b. Each sketch must be on an 8 ½” x 14” mount.  

c. Sketch must be in color.  

d. Fabric swatches.  

3. Also include a paper with:    

a. Your concept related to the play.  

b. Use the play and your concept to explain why certain choices were made (color, texture, fabric, styles, etc.).  

4.  Photographs of the actual design may be submitted, but are not required.  

Requirements For Graphic Design

1.  All material must have tag.  

2.  Submit the following:  

a. One poster from a play and either one T-shirt or one program.  

b. All poster designs must include the title, dates, time, place, playwright, and location.  

3. Also include a paper with:    

a. Your concept related to the play.  

b. Use the play and your concept to explain why certain choices were made.  

      4.  Photographs of the actual design may be submitted, but are not required.
