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Introduction:  The above roster  of the International Education Committee (IEC) represents an intentional change this past year to include key offices of the campus, such as the Faculty Center for Professional Development, Student Housing and Residential Life, Student Life and Development, and the University College and Extension Services.  As anticipated, the designated representatives from these offices have contributed significantly to the year’s work.  

During the 2004-2005 academic year, the International Education Committee met each month and coordinated with its subcommittees.  The following report chronicles this year's activities and the Committee's major concerns and plans for the near future.

I.  COMMITTEE ACTIVITIES
Vision for International Education at CSULB:  At the outset of the year, Provost Gary Reichard strongly encouraged the IEC members to develop a renewed international plan for strategic action, a document that would become an integral component of Academic Affairs’ overall Vision for the University.    In his charge, he challenged the committee to create cross-campus connections to catalyze an overall forward movement of internationalization—one that would intersect with other campus sectors in the resource planning process.  He further stressed the need to connect with the community, not only to help raise the university’s international profile, but to identify international advocates, along with outside funding sources to help “grow excellence.” 

Accordingly, the committee developed the overarching vision of “Establishing internationalization as an institutional priority, and as a campus-wide ethos” and then devoted a substantial amount of time at its meetings to brainstorming  short- and long-term strategies,  per the following categories:


•
Increasing the variety and scope of internationally related curricular offerings;


•
Ensuring that all CSULB students are significantly exposed to a global perspective;


•
Supporting faculty and staff in internationally related teaching and research, and;


•
Promoting and communicating the international strengths of the university both internally and externally.

The document (Attachment #1) was completed in late spring and subsequently incorporated into the Vision statement of the Provost’s  office.

Re-designation of the International Education Committee: During the past year, the Executive Board of the Academic Senate undertook the responsibility to reorganize the various bodies under its  purview—such as consolidating the functions of and re-naming  a few councils,  as well as bringing into uniformity  the procedures for membership  of various bodies.  As a result, the International Education Committee is now a Standing Committee of the Academic Senate (as opposed to a subcommittee) reporting to the Curriculum and Educational Policies  (CEP) Council that shall include both undergraduate and graduate levels.  Although no significant change of IEC responsibilities is anticipated , the process of selecting new members will be conducted by the Academic Senate’s Nominating Committee, in coordination with the IEC Steering Group.  Also, to set a membership cycle in process, current members will be arbitrarily  identified as  first, second, or third  year members, the latter group of which will be eligible for reappointment at the close of the 2006 academic year.  Another member-related matter will involve the non-consequential shifting  of current members who are on the IEC by virtue of their office to the formal status of voting ex-officio members.  

International Institutional Linkages:  A former document describing the University’s  bilateral agreements was revised, and approved by the Educational Policies Council, to formalize the process of creating academic exchanges with institutions in other countries.  (Attachment #2)  In addition, a proposal form was developed to guide in the development of new agreements. (Attachment #3).   The following five additional institutional linkages were approved by the committee.(See composite list—Attachment #4.)

Centralized International Education Web Site:  Partly as a result of the comprehensive nature of the committee’s Vision statement, the IEC has initiated plans for a centralized internationally related web page.  The intent is to connect the campus and community to a considerably expanded number of university  links  and announcements associated with international education.  

Provision for Payroll Deductions for International Education:  The committee has approved Sharon Olson’s suggestion that measures be taken to submit ‘International Education’ as an added category to which faculty and staff may choose to contribute within the framework of the “Edge of Excellence Campaign.”

International Student Exchange Program (ISEP):   During the spring semester, the University formally established its association as an ‘Affiliate’ institution of the Washington-based organization, ISEP.   Although increased staff involvement will be necessary to accommodate students wishing to participate in the program, a recently allocated position in the Study Abroad office will undoubtedly facilitate the situation, as will Sharon Olson’s willingness to incorporate ISEP in her advisement of GLOBE students.  For the modest $500 fee required  for associating with ISEP,  students now have an expanded number of foreign institutions  from which to choose, especially in world regions where CSULB has no current partnerships.

International Education Week:  The Center for International Education and various members of the IEC worked diligently to create a very full and varied array of events and activities during November’s International Education Week.  Among the various activities were workshops, movie screenings, and roundtable discussions representing a large number of departments and offices of the campus and community.  The committee has suggested that because Geography Awareness Week occurs each year during the same week as International Education Week that efforts be made this next fall to schedule links between the two programs.

GLOBE: The GLOBE (Global Learning Options for a Broader Education) project is a targeted learning community created to encourage an increased number of students to become more globally literate and to study or intern abroad. Students enroll, as a cohort, in both content and skill-building courses adapted by faculty to be globally focused. Students also receive advisement in their individualized academic programs and career planning, as well as guidance in applying for financial aid and study abroad opportunities.

With this past year's 83 new GLOBE students, a total of 303 students were involved in the program. Thirty-one students from the 2001-2002 group graduated this year. Students have studied abroad for summer, semester, and one-year programs (or will be leaving for their study abroad experience in fall 2005) in Australia (6), England (6), Cuba (1), Brazil (1), Italy (4), Spain (12), Mexico (2), New Zealand (1), Summer at Sea (1), and Sweden (1). In addition, new International freshmen now take targeted courses with the GLOBE students.

Hospitality Project:  With resources  provided from the Center International Education, the project was able to hire a student assistant during the Summer 2004 to manage the arrival of international students. In Fall 2004, 11 new students were assisted with airport pickup and/or temporary housing upon arrival.  In Spring, 2005, the project assisted at least 6 students, without the aid of a student assistant. The project has already begun establishing a pool of volunteers for Fall, 2005.  By using the materials and processes established during the past two Fall admission cycles with student assistants, and by using Beachboard, various CSULB listservs, existing CSULB student clubs, and the CIE website, it appears that the project will be able to continue managing the program with existing CIE resources.   

Subcommittees 

The work of the International Education Committee is significantly advanced by the endeavors of its various subcommittees, one of which is the Study Abroad Subcommittee that focuses on expanding the opportunities for students either to study, intern, or participate in service learning  in another country.  Most of the subcommittees, however, are formed by faculty and staff who represent an interest and expertise in a particular region of the world.  The primary purposes of these area-study subcommittees are to promote knowledge of the particular area, as appropriate, through curriculum development, specific short-term study-abroad courses, cultural events, panel discussions, films, etc., and through liaisons with the surrounding community.  

(The underlined names below refer to committee chair/co-chairs.)

African Studies Subcommittee: Throughout the process of attempting to establish an institutional linkage in Africa, various faculty members have indicated their interest in participating on the subcommittee. Alosi Moloi, the new department chair, will soon convene the subcommittee to move ahead with developing Africa-related curriculum and programs.

East Asia Subcommittee: The East Asia Subcommittee held four monthly meetings in Fall 2004 and four in Spring 2005, maintained the subcommittee's web site to provide the campus and the wider communities with information related to East Asia, and organized the following activities in 2004-2005:

Latin American Studies Subcommittee:  Faculty members affiliated with the Latin American minor and certificate programs remained active throughout the 2004-2005 academic year, expanding course offerings and increasing campus and community outreach.

With support from the College of Liberal Arts and in conjunction with the College of the Arts, the Latin American Studies Speakers Series' sponsored a May reception for Mexican artist José Luis Cuevas, which was well attended by CSULB students and the community. CLA intellectual events funding also made it possible for Latin American Studies to co-sponsor, with RGRLL, the lecture of Argentine writer Luisa Valenzuela.

In the fall, Dr. Sanchez-H organized the successful Latin American Film Series emphasizing politics and culture in South America and has organized a strong series for Fall 2005. The webpage for Latin American studies, designed by Dr. Liesl Haas, will be up and running during Fall 2006.

Middle East/Near East Subcommittee: The Middle East/Near East Subcommittee held four very successful and well-attended events this year. In November 2004, UC Irvine Professor of Modern Middle Eastern History, Culture and Islamic Studies, Dr. Mark LeVine, lectured on “Current Middle East-U.S. Relations: After the Elections” to an audience of 50 people.  Also in November, as part of International Education Week, the Middle East/Near East Subcommittee and the Women’s Studies Department cosponsored a screening and discussion of “Control Room”, a documentary about the coverage of the U.S. "Shock and Awe" Campaign in Iraq by the Bahrain-based Al-Jazeera news network. This event drew a crowd of 60 people.  Another well-attended event (70 attendees), was a March 2005 lecture, “The Bush Middle East Agenda: Myth and Reality,” featuring As’ad Abu-Khalil, Professor of Political and UC Berkeley and CSU Stanislaus, and creator of Angry Arab Blog.  In April 2005, Allen F. Roberts, Professor of World Arts and Cultures and Director of the Center for African Studies at UCLA, presented a slide- lecture “A Saint in the City: Sufi Arts of Urban Senegal.”

Dr. Namika Raby, a member of the sub-committee, organized and chaired a panel discussion titled, Global struggle for Water: Farm, home, and environment during the International Education Week.

On April 20,  2005, the subcommittee hosted its fourth "South Asia Day" event at the Karl Anatol Center. Three Indian classical dancers and one Sri Lankan dancer participated in a lecture/demonstration event titled, “South Asian Dance and Dancers,” shared valuable information regarding various south Asian dance forms, and responded to questions from the audience.  Students from two sections of the course ,“Culture and Anthropology,” attended the event.   The event was highly successful and well attended.   A news brief of this event appeared in the local news paper, India Post.   

The subcommittee recruited three new members, Mr. Sanjit Kurup (an Indian student), Mr. Shoaib Waheed (a student from Pakistan) and Ms. Sneha Parikh, a staff member at CSULB.   We hope to continue our recruitment efforts in the next academic year.  

The subcommittee received $500.00 from the IEC International Projects  competition to support the South Asia Day Activities in April, 2006.

Others met with key members of the campus in the ongoing effort to help students more easily gain legitimate equivalency credit for academic work completed overseas. 

II. RECOMMENDATIONS AND PLANS OF THE COMMITTEE

Given that a new university president is due to be appointed, the International Education Committee is reluctant to pose specific recommendations at this time.  However, assuming the newly appointed president will be not only supportive but enthusiastic about the projects contained in the campus international Vision Statement, the committee will proceed with the various activities and challenges as  listed under the four primary categories (See page 2 above).  

In particular, the committee has chosen to make “Education (or Study) Abroad” its major priority for the 2005-06 academic year.    Accordingly, the IEC will be working closely with its various subcommittees, and with the academic colleges and departments, to increase the number, the types of overseas experiences (study, internships, service),  and the geographic areas of CSULB-affiliated programs, as well as the number and ethnic/gender diversity  of participating CSULB students.
