Recommendation for a new charge document for the International Education Committee
The Curriculum and Educational Policies Council voted unanimously to recommend approval of the new charge document for the International Education Committee at its November 30th meeting. The Council considers the changes proposed by IEC to be well considered and appropriate for the committee.
Two items that received split support from IEC received similarly split support from CEPC.
Should ex officio members be voting or non-voting: 10-9 in favor of non-voting by IEC and 8 to 7 with 1 abstention in favor of non-voting by CEPC.

Should CCPE American Language Institute faculty have a representative on IEC: 10-9 in favor of representation by IEC and 9 to 6 in favor of representation by CEPC.
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
