B.1.b.:  At least three (3) units chosen from approved courses in the Physical Sciences, which must include a laboratory experience.


	B1a:  At least three (3) units chosen from approved courses in the Biological Sciences.

B.1.b:  At least three (3) units chosen from approved courses in the Physical Sciences.

Laboratory activity associated with a course taken to satisfy Category B.1.a. or B.1.b.

Note:  Courses in B3 would collapse appropriately in to B1a or B1b.

	Distribution Requirement: The Arts and Humanities (C) (PS 08-00, Section 5.3, 7.8)
	Students must complete at least three units in the Arts and at least 6 units in the Humanities from two of the following areas: Literature (C.2.a.), Philosophy (C.2.b.), and Foreign Languages (C.2.c.).
	Students must complete at least three units in the Arts and at least 6 units in the Humanities from two different disciplines (as demarcated by prefix).
Note: Courses in C.2.a., C.2.b., C.2.c., and C.3 would collapse into a C.2 category.

	Capstone Courses: The Integrative Learning Capstone (PS 08-00, Section 8.2, 8.2.4, 4.9)
	1. Students must complete 9 units of upper division capstone choosing at least two from three categories: Advanced Skills, Service Learning or Interdisciplinary

2. Upper-division courses designed primarily for students majoring in the discipline are not acceptable for the General Education program.
	1. Students must complete 9 units of upper division capstone choosing at least two from four categories: Advanced Skills, Service Learning, Integrative Learning or Interdisciplinary

2. Upper-division courses designed primarily for students majoring in the discipline are not acceptable for the General Education program, except for the Integrative Learning capstone.

	“Double Counting” (PS 08-00, Section 4.3)
	A minimum of 38 GE units must be outside a student’s major (a maximum of  10 may double count)
	A minimum of 35 GE units would be outside a student’s major (a maximum of  13 would double count)
