AS (PEP) 71-7

ADDITIONAL BACCALAUREATE DEGREE

A student who wishes to pursue an additional: baccalaureate degree *and maintain undergraduate status may do so by com​pleting a minimum of 30 units after graduation (24 of which must be in residence). The 30 units must include any deficiencies in the general education requirements then in effect and all of the courses for the new degree as specified by the department.

A second semester senior, with advance approval of the Scholastic Standards Committee, may earn a maximum of six units toward the additional degree. Any courses to be applied to the additional degree must be specified and taken in addition to those needed to satisfy the requirements of the previous degree.

*According to the President's letter of approval, the statement ". . . and maintain undergraduate status. . ." means that a student will be classified as a class 4 senior status and not class 5 graduate, either undeclared or declared.
