Prior to submission, the investigator is requested to share the completed Annual Report with the Attending Veterinarian, John Young, by attaching it to an email. Please note that this step may consume extra days prior to the IACUC agenda deadline. 

Finally, the investigator is asked to sign the Annual Report Form, which contains a certification of his/her understanding and responsibility for conduct of animal activities in accordance with the PHS Policy, USDA regulations and the institution's IACUC policies. Signature here also attests to the accuracy of the investigator's responses. Requiring completion of this form, at every anniversary of the project (including the last), indicates to the investigator the seriousness of the IACUC's review and the importance of investigator accountability for his/her research activity; for reporting it accurately; and for justifying continuance of the research project for another year (or for the disposition of remaining animals if the project is ending). Accordingly, the IACUC, through its designated reviewer mechanism (when implemented for summer or winter periods by vote of the IACUC), is also held accountable for appropriate and responsible review of the IACUC protocol file, and for continuation approval of ongoing animal research, if it is still justified.

At each review of an Annual Report all IACUC members will have available at the Committee meeting the original approved protocol. 

A complete new IACUC protocol application form must be submitted if a project will extend beyond three years. 

In summary, the review process and report form described meet the requirements of the PHS Policy and the USDA regulations for continuing review.
