Multiple Major Surgery Procedures
1. Multiple major survival surgery procedures on a single animal are discouraged, but may be permitted if scientifically justified and approved by the IACUC.

2. If approved, the IACUC should ensure there is a system of continuous monitoring of the animals well-being.
Policy on Restraint 
Physical restraint is the use of manual or mechanical means to limit some or all of an animal’s normal movement for the purpose of examination, collection of samples, drug administration, therapy, or experimental manipulation.  Animals are restrained for brief periods, usually minutes, in most research application. 

1. Animals can be physically restrained briefly either, manually or with restraint devices.

2. Restraint devices should be suitable in size, design and operation to minimize discomfort or injury to the animal.

3. Prolonged restraint should be avoided unless it is essential for achieving research objectives and approved by the IACUC.

4. Restraint devices should not be considered normal methods of housing.

5.  Restraint devices should not be used simply as a convenience in handling or managing animals.

6. The period of restraint should be the minimum required to achieve the research objectives.

7. Animals to be placed in restraint should be given training to adapt to the equipment and personnel.

8. Provision should be made for observation of the animal at appropriate intervals, as determined by the IACUC.

9. Veterinary care should be provided if lesions or illness associated with restraint are observed.  The presence of lesions, illness or severe behavior change often necessitates temporary or permanent removal of the animal from restraint.    
  Policy on Restriction of Food or Fluid 
1. Restriction of food or fluid must be scientifically justified and approved by the IACUC.

2. The least amount of restriction that will achieve the justified scientific objective should be used.  
3. At least minimum amounts of food and fluid must be available to maintain the long-term well being of the animal.  

4. If restriction of food or fluid is approved, a program must be established and approved to monitor physiologic and behavioral indexes and that includes criteria for removing the animal from restriction.
5. In the case of fluid restriction, daily recording of fluid intake and at least weekly recording of body weight should be employed.
