During the conduct of an approved project it may become necessary to modify or deviate from the approved protocol. Such changes must be communicated to the IACUC for approval prior to the implementation of the change by use of the Request for Modification of an Approved Protocol Using Animal Subjects
Examples of Major and Minor Modifications to Protocols:
	Major (Significant)*
	Minor**

	Change in purpose or

specific aim of study
	Substitution of a qualified

student or technician

	Change in Principal Investigator
	Addition of a faculty collaborator

	Change of species (Requires submission of a new protocol application)
	Addition of another strain of 
the same animal species

	Large increase in animal numbers (More than 10%)
	Small increase in animal numbers (Equal to or less than 10%)

	Addition of survival surgery
	Need to repeat an experiment

	Addition of a potentially
painful procedure
	Addition of minor surgery

(Not survival surgery)

	Unanticipated marked increase in clinical signs or proportion
of animal deaths
	Addition of sample collection times
