2006-2007 CONFERENCE GRANT AWARDS
 
Academic Affairs will provide funds for the Conference Grant Program this year.  This program provides modest support to help defray expenses incurred by members of the faculty as active participants (speakers, presenters, session moderators, poster sessions) at national and regionally-recognized scholarly and professional meetings between May 1, 2006 and April 30, 2007. Unfortunately, attendance or committee work alone does not qualify. The awards are intended to supplement funds received from departments/colleges.
Eligibility:  

· Conference participation between May 1, 2006 and April 30, 2007.

· Active participant in a national or regionally recognized scholarly or professional meeting (speaker, presenter, session moderator, poster sessions).

· Minimum contribution of $75 from college/departmental funds.

· Full-time probationary and tenured members and other full-time faculty in Bargaining Unit 3 at CSU Long Beach.

All eligible applicants who have submitted the required application and documentation will receive an award.  Maximum award amount will vary dependent upon total number of applicants and budgetary constraints.  Historically, the average maximum that has been provided from this source has been $600.00 per person.
The deadline for applications is Friday, May 11, 2007. Conference participation must have been completed by April 30, 2007, and travel expense claims submitted to and approved by  the college ASM  by the deadline.   Applicants should be sure to file ALL travel costs in their initial travel claims to the University, as amended travel claims cannot be accepted—no exceptions!
Awards will be the lesser of:  (1) the difference between the "total of claimed expenses" and the "amount paid" by the college or the department; or (2) the maximum award amount for this year's program (as determined by the number of qualified applicants).
