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2009 Student Summer Stipend Program for Research, Scholarly and Creative Activity for

 GRADUATE AND UNDERGRADUATE STUDENTS
 Provost Karen Gould and the Division of Academic Affairs are pleased to announce the 2009 Student Summer Stipend Program.  

Graduate and undergraduate students at CSULB who meet certain eligibility criteria are invited to apply for the summer stipend program.  The purpose of this program is to help engage students directly in research, scholarly and creative activity.  Each student who is selected will receive a stipend to support summer participation in research, scholarly and creative activity under the direct supervision of a faculty mentor.  Undergraduate students will receive $1500 and graduate students will receive $2000 to support summer participation in the program.   The program is designed to support approximately equal numbers of undergraduate and graduate students.    Funding is available for 60 student awards for the summer 2009 program.  And, new for the 2009 program, each faculty mentor whose student or students receive a stipend award will receive one $500 award.    
 ACTIVITIES SUPPORTED 
The purpose of the stipend is to encourage students to engage in a significant research, scholarly or creative activity under the supervision of a faculty mentor.   It is expected that the proposal will detail a strong faculty-student connection and ongoing interaction during the mentoring period.  Activities should be scheduled to occur over a period of at least 30 days, but a planned period of longer duration may be specified.  The activity proposed may focus on any aspect of research including: (1) early-stage scholarly planning; (2) work in the studio, field, or laboratory; (3) data reduction and analysis; or (4) preparing scholarly manuscripts.  It is important that the proposal work plan describes active participation by the student and ongoing interaction between the student and faculty member.  The award is not intended to support an experience composed solely of independent study without ongoing interaction with a faculty mentor.    

STUDENT ELIGIBILITY
Students must have official status indicating they will be continuing their studies at CSULB in the ensuing fall semester and must be in good academic standing.  Students may not be paid by the University or University Foundation to work on research, scholarly or creative activity projects during the period covered by the stipend. However, employment by the University in a non-research capacity is allowed. No registration for a class is required.  However, a student may elect to register for independent study or thesis credits that include the stipend-supported mentoring experience with permission of the sponsoring faculty member.  

FACULTY ELIGIBILITY TO SPONSOR STUDENTS
  
All full-time unit-three faculty are eligible to sponsor students for this award.  One faculty member may sponsor a maximum of two students total.  Only one $500 faculty award will be made regardless of number of students supervised.     
HOW TO APPLY 
The student and the sponsoring faculty mentor must collaborate to complete the application process.  A complete application consists of two pages. One page is completed and signed by the student and a second page is completed and signed by the faculty mentor.  The student and faculty mentor may work as a team to complete all required sections.  In addition to the identification information required, each page requires two brief descriptive statements.  

Student Page:  The two topics addressed must describe:  (1) the overall purpose of the mentored research, scholarly or creative activity, and (2) the specific activities of the student during the mentoring period.  This page must be signed and dated by the student.  

The proposal should follow all application instructions.  It should be complete and intelligible to faculty members outside of the discipline.  The criteria listed below for the two student statements will be used in evaluating the proposal.  Thus, it is important that the application be prepared using the evaluation criteria below:     

1. Description of the purpose of the research, scholarship or creative activity.
This will be judged in terms of: (1) the clarity and thoroughness of this             description; and (2) the significance or importance of the project.
2. Description of specific activities to be undertaken by the student. 
This will be judged in terms of: (1) the clarity and thoroughness of the activity descriptions; (2) the relevance of the activities to the stated purpose; and (3) the feasibility of completing the activities by the project report due date. 
Faculty Page:  The two topics addressed must describe:  (1) the nature and frequency of student-faculty interaction during the mentoring period, and (2) the anticipated outcomes from the mentored experience.  This page must be signed and dated by the faculty sponsor.  
The proposal should follow all application instructions.  It should be complete and intelligible to faculty members outside of the discipline.  The criteria listed below for the two faculty statements will be used in evaluating the proposal.  Thus, it is important that the application be prepared using the evaluation criteria below:     

1.   Description of the nature and frequency of student-faculty interaction. 

This will be judged in terms of: (1) how clearly and thoroughly the contact is     described; and (2) the appropriateness/adequacy of this contact for accomplishing the stated purpose.   
2.   Description of the anticipated outcomes and goals of the project.
            This will be judged in terms of: (1) how clearly the expected outcomes are stated; 
(2) how likely it is that these outcomes can be accomplished within the project 
timetable; and (3) the quantity/quality of the anticipated outcomes.
EVALUATION PROCEDURES 
Applications will be randomly assigned to each college. Each college will have an approximately equal number of proposals to evaluate.  The Dean (or designee) and two members of the College SCAC Committee will evaluate applications independently.  The evaluators will use the criteria specified above for the two student sections and for the two faculty sections.  An overall rating of each section will be assigned with 1 = weak, 2 = acceptable, and 3 = exceptional.  The ratings will be submitted to the Office of University Research where the ratings will be normalized and compiled following the procedures used for faculty SCAC awards.

 A total of FOUR (4) copies of the application are required, one copy is retained by the Office of University Research and the other 3 copies are used in the evaluation process. See below for required submission date.  
REQUIRED OUTCOMES REPORT 
All students receiving an award must submit a two-page report of results during the fall semester following the summer mentoring experience.  This report must be submitted to the Office of University Research (see below for deadline). The form for this report is located at:

UNIVERSITY DEADLINES – Summer 2009 Program 
February 4, 2009 – Call for applications sent to all faculty members.   

March 4, 2009 – Applications are due at the Office of University Research by 5 pm.  Deliver the application in-person to room 310 Foundation Building.  Do not place applications in campus mail.  No applications will be accepted after 5 pm March 4th.    Four (4) copies are required. 
March 9, 2009 – Applications sent to colleges for rating by two College SCAC Committee members & Dean (or designee). 
April 8, 2009 – Applications returned to Office of University Research. 

April 20th - E-mail notifications of award including the form to complete for payment processing will be sent to Faculty and Students. 
On or before June 30, 2009 - Payment to be mailed to address recorded on the payment form. 
October 1, 2009 – Outcome reports from students due in the Office of University Research.
