According to the Office of Special Education Programs (OSEP, 2005), approximately 85% of K-12 students identified with a Specific Learning Disability (SLD) are referred to special education after struggling for several years in reading or/and language arts. Research suggests that many of these difficulties may be prevented by providing evidence-based reading instruction to young children at the first sign of learning problems (Torgesen, 2002). Given that schools are currently working with limited resources, the purpose of the proposed creative activity is to provide an after-school, reading intervention to third graders enrolled at a large urban school who have been identified as at-risk of developing learning problems. Evidence-based instruction will be designed and delivered in small groups in an effort to prevent reading difficulties, improve children’s reading skills and statewide assessment scores, and reduce the number of referrals to special education. An important component of the activity is evaluating the effects of the intervention with this specific population. Intervention results will be disseminated to school personnel to inform future program planning for this demographic. As a future school psychologist, this would be an invaluable experience in that it would afford me the opportunity to inform program planning at the school-wide level and, ultimately, increase outcomes for all students. 





The proposed mentored activity is scheduled to occur over a period of 61 days beginning Monday, June 1, 2009 and continuing until Friday, July 31, 2009. The focus of the creative project during this time period will be on early-stage planning and development of the reading intervention program (with the intent of program implementation during fall 2009). Activities to be completed by myself, along with the collaborative assistance of my faculty mentor, will include researching and selecting appropriate reading curricula based on expected population demographics, developing participant selection criteria and an appropriate comparison group, contacting and obtaining approval from a target elementary school, and identifying pre- post-test and progress monitoring measures. Collaborative activities with my mentor also will include developing a timeline of activities, recruiting interested students in the College of Education to assist with data collection and program implementation, as well as develop curriculum materials or “binders” detailing the delivery of the reading intervention program. Parent consent forms also will be developed with assistance from my faculty mentor.  





Student-faculty interaction is scheduled to occur over a period of 61 days, beginning June 1st through July 31st, 2009. During this time, the student and I will collaboratively plan and develop the proposed creative project. We have agreed that communicating three times per week will allow for productive and structured time during which to accomplish the project goals. At least one of these interactions will be conducted in person at CSULB, while the others may be conducted via email or phone. We will begin the mentoring period with the development of project outcomes and a structured plan and timeline on how to best meet these outcomes and when. Obtaining IRB approval (if appropriate), and selection and recruitment of subjects also will be discussed. Mentorship will conclude with a detailed de-briefing of accomplishments, future steps, and preparation of the two-page results report to be submitted during fall 2009. Avenues for disseminating project results via professional association paper/poster presentation, and/or publication in an appropriate journal or newsletter also will be explored.





By the end of the mentoring period, the student and I anticipate the following outcomes from our time together: identification of appropriate literacy measures and other indices of reading; selection and familiarization of appropriate reading curricula/programs to be implemented in the fall; approval from a local school and district at which to implement the program; development of appropriate curriculum materials; and recruitment of College of Education students to assist with intervention program implementation and data collection. We also anticipate our debriefing meeting at the end of the mentoring period to outline the continued communication needed to successfully complete the proposed project, as well as disseminating project results at the school-level and beyond. I strongly feel that both the student, and the College of Education students who will be involved in her creative project, will benefit from this mentoring opportunity.
