INVOCATION

The invocation was presented by the University President Dr. Alexander.   He welcomed the Senate back and asked them to keep the people of Haiti in their hearts and minds.
4. PUBLIC COMMENTS
Dave Edwards gave a powerpoint presentation showing pictures from the USU flood and areas that were damaged.  While the USU was evacuated for floods, University police was asking the campus to stay inside due to a tornado warning.  He explained that the City storm drain that runs under the USU building got full and the building drains backed up into the outgoing drain.  Ass the USU drains backed up unto the rooftops and    He was happy that the second floor food court was up and running for the first day of classes. However, the first floor will be out of service for one to two months. The bowling alley nor the Beach Auditorium was not damaged.  The insurance estimate is $1.5-2 million, the largest damage of all the CSU’s.  He thanked the 8-9 staff that stayed round the clock to help with clean up.
Senator Rizk asked what was the damage to the bookstore, Mr. Edwards responded that he has not heard of any major damage, they are fine.  There were other buildings that sustained damages such as the bottom floor of the parking structure, the Family & Consumer building, the bottom floor of Brotman Hall, 
Senator Rizk also asked how long Student Life & Development will be out of their space. Mr. Edwards responded that SLD is in the Leadership Resource Center and most of the advisors are in their original spaces.  Carpets will be laid this week and he expects them to be back in their main office by next Monday, February 1st.
Senator Williams asked for an expected date for the reopening of the first floor, Mr. Edwards responded in 6-8 weeks.
Dr. Caveness asked how many students will not have access to the Union over the next 4-6weeks, Mr. Edwards responded that he estimate 3-4000 use the Union daily and he suggested 750-1000 students that are inconvenienced.  He did not want repairs to be too long or students that are disrupted will find other permanent spaces
Vice President Gonzalez asked what the estimated out of pocket expense will be for the corporation.  Mr. Edwards responded that the University insurance is trying to negotiate one claim for the CSU. At a minimum, ASI will have $500,000 deductible. Everything else such as property damage, etc. is covered under insurance
Senator Jaime asked if the Union has an emergency fund for such disasters and Mr. Edwards responded yes.

Vice President Gonzalez thanks Mr. Edwards, Mr. Haller and the staff that assisted during the flood.

A. Senate Initiative Update
Vice President shared that it was important to review the resolution on the board initiatives and refresh everyone’s memory.  He asked Mr. Haller to lead the discussion.
Mr. Haller reviewed the resolved with the Board and discussed accomplishments and new ideas for the semester. He reviewed the first initiative of legislative positions. He gave an update of SB 218 and shared that it was replaced with SB 330.  He asked if other resolutions are being drafted.  

Mr. Chavez gave input on a few pending bills in the CA Senate.
Mr. Haller added that he was in Sacramento when AB 656 was heard last month and those in favor were out numbered by those against it.  He suggested a secondary resolution or more organized phone banking to legislators to speak on their behalf. He also suggested that the Board visit the caleginfo.com for status update of bills.  He asked  Senator Collins to send him the site information for federal bills.
Senator L. Garcia asked if there is anything else being done once the resolution is passed, such as lobby efforts.  Vice President Gonzalez responded that they do thru CSSA.

Senator L. Garcia asked if the Board could create an ad hoc lobbying committee to assist with such projects.  President Chavez said he would not be opposed to that but it should work in conjunction with the exec branch.

Mr. Haller moved to the  2nd initiative which was working with CSSA.  The University paid for the first year to rejoin and the Executive Branch officers has been participating.  He wanted some input as to what the next steps were.  

Garcia stated tht figuring out CSSA membership dues for next year is vital.

Senator Nyeholt asked what the funding mechanism was and President Chavez stated that ASI has to budget for it in the upcoming budget for 2010-2011. He added that he would continue to work with the university for assistance.

Senator Nyeholt asked what the amount was for the current year dues and Vice President Gonzalez said $24,000.  Mr. Haller added that the amount is based on the number of FTE per campus.

Vice President Gonzalez reminded the Board not to leave until he adjourned the meeting.

Mr. Haller moved to the next initiative of strengthening the relationship between the University and LB Transit. The U Pass program is effective, the Board participated in Transit hearings, he asked what more would they like to do.
Senator L. Garcia asked if the UPass program will continue next year.  Mr. Haller said it is an annual commitment and perhaps the board or Pres Chavez can meet with the University and LB Transit.

Mr. Haller moved to the next initiative of insuring that students get introduced to the University even though University 100 has been discontinued. The Board passed a resolution supporting the on line e-university 100 alternate and he asked what more would they like to do.

Senator Nettles stated that she is still waiting to meet with Soar regarding this issue.

Senator Nyeholt stated that there is a planning for Liberal Arts to set up a centralized program.  President Chavez mentioned that there is a plan to use the Learning Alliance advising model for the College of Liberal Arts.  
Senator Troung shared that advising is a supplement to what the University provides for the College of Engineering, however, it is not sufficient due to budget cuts. 

Mr. Haller added that the School of Nursing has a great advising program and can perhaps be a good model for other colleges.  Senator Stout and Troung responded that Engineering does a great job at advising they just need more funding to get more staff to help students.

Mr. Haller asked if there was a student whistleblower policy.  No one was aware of one.  He added that perhaps that is something to look into.

Mr. Haller moved to the last initiative of making ASI Green.  Senator Nyeholt stated that he is working on a revised resolution but waiting for the details as the case is tied up in court.   Him and Senator L. Nguyen will be attending the upcoming Sustain U Committee.  Additional the Committee would like to create an auxillary-wide campus committee to coordinate sustainability so that they flow together and not against each other.
In conclusion, Mr. Haller asked that at the next Senate meeting, people will sign up for new tasks related to each initiative and meet as ad-hoc groups.

Mr. Haller reminded the Board that the retreat is postponed and he still needs the list of emails from everyone.

Vice President Gonzalez thanked Mr. Haller for the review.   He added that the Board is responsible for serving students and as such should work on these initiatives to leave a legacy.

President Chavez added that the University Academic Senate has a copy of the Senate Initiatives and will be reviewing it to chart its’ success.

A. Christopher Chavez, President of the Associated Students Inc.

ASI Updates:

-The Great Flood of 2010: Currently expecting $1-2 million dollars in damages; 1st floor off limits until further notice (4-8 weeks), 2nd floor should be repaired by the end of the week; possible improvements in both flood abatement and evacuation procedures.  Thanks to our incredible staff!

-ASI Night at the Pyramid is Saturday, January 30th – Men’s Basketball @ 4:05 PM will take on UC Davis

ASI will be announced at the game, hope to see you all there!  Wear Monson Maniacs and ASI gear.

Campus Updates: 

-Last week’s emergency campus shut down was conducted in response to the poor weather last week.

Shut down ran smoothly and effectively, no reports of major problems.  USU allowed to remain open to personnel only to facilitate repairs.  The campus is currently working with the Divisions of Student Services, Academic Affairs and the CCPE to assess interruption to students.

-Week of Welcome-Organization Fair will take place on February 3rd & 4th .  We’ve had to scale back parts of the program due to complications from the flood – focus on the essentials.  Please, please, PLEASE volunteer if you can, we need all the help we can get. 

Government Updates:

-PEG Grant Update:  City Council postponed item at January 5th meeting, heard it at January 19th meeting.   I was in attendance and spoke at the Jan. 19th meeting where CSULB was allocated $65,000 for Beach TV!  We did it!  Thanks to Mat Kaplan, Mitch Lemos and many others.

-CSSA: January 22-23 (CSU Bakersfield) Omar and Lucy attended in my stead.  They are currently working on project relating to deadlines to implement student fees.

-Governor’s Budget Proposal :

The Good

Increases budget from $5.9 billion in 09-10 to $6.7 billion in 10-11; CSU and UCs may be restored $305 million each

System-wide 2.5% enrollment growth (8,290 FTES for CSU system, approximately 500-1000 more FTES for CSULB)

About $250 million increase in Cal Grant awards ($197 million) and administrative costs ($33 million)

Numerous other administrative faculty, and personnel adjustments

The Bad

Overall likelihood of this being approved as is: nil.  Comes at the expense of several health and social programs.  Relies heavily on unsecured Federal dollars and proposal regarding prison privatization

Proposal to eliminate Cal Grant Competitive Award…Entitlement award proposed to be increased
