INVOCATION

The invocation was presented by Dr. Brad Compliment, Counseling and Psychological Services Director. He thanked the Senate for the invitation. He then shared a quote from Thomas Merton, a 20th century American monk:
Those of us who attempt to act and do things for others or for the world

without deepening our own self-understanding, freedom, integrity, and capacity to love, 

will not have anything to give others.

He indicated that he chose this passage because it really speaks to those involved in service to others. It is a reflection on whenever we do for others or the people that we serve, often times it does not hold unless we are actually focusing on ourselves too in terms of our own integrity and our own sense of freedom. So when they are about their business of managing and directing it is good to keep in mind that they are also about this coming from themselves.  It’s that what they give to people in their lives and the university and the students they serve, in their decisions that are made here and he invited them to keep that in mind   He ended with saying that they are meant to be inspirations to others.

CONSENT CALENDAR

A. Approval of Minutes from Subsidiary Boards

1) Board of Control Meeting #10 dated October 20, 2009
Senator Nyeholt provided a report on BOC Meeting # 10.  He stated that they had two student travel fund requests.  They were from Timothy West and Megan Loden to attend the National Communication Association Conference.    They are both graduate students and coach for the forensics team.  The Board of Control also approved the Fashion for Life show for Delta Delta Delta Sorority in the amount of $200, Health and Human Services Allocation Summary and the College of Education Student Assembly’s Allocation Summary. The Board also reviewed the midyear budget reductions and a number of programs are having their budgets reduced the only program that wasn’t reduced were the athletic scholarships because ASI has an agreement with the athletic program that we do not fund them below a certain amount.  
Senator L. Nguyen reported on the amounts available at the beginning of BOC Meeting #10, there was $5,578 in CYUF, $ 1,800 in the Student Travel Fund and $15,282 for spring allocations.

Legislative Business:
A. SR #2010-06: Policy Agenda and Legislative Initiatives for the 60th Senate(1st/2ndReading)

Vice President Gonzalez stated that at this point he would entertain a motion to approve as a second reading.
(M) Nyeholt (S) L. Garcia to approve as second reading.  
Vice President Gonzalez indicated that Dr. Vail and some Senators made some recommendations last week.  He then discussed the amendments made to the resolution.
-HR 3221: Student Aid & Fiscal Responsibility Act of 2009 had been elaborated in the resolved but not listed as one of the key initiatives.

-A certain bullet under the resolved needed more of an action rather than a statement and the Board would work with SOAR program on the implementation of the SOAR program for incoming students.

(M) Gonzalez (S) Nyeholt to amend the resolution with the following changes:

-Insert bullet under the first resolved HR 3221: Student Aid & Fiscal Responsibility Act of 2009.

-Insert under 2nd resolved, 3rd bullet, the 60th Senate will work with Student Orientation, Advising, & Registration (SOAR) program on their implementation of an online SOAR for incoming students.

Mr. Haller stated that he is glad that the Board decided to add the action item but asked if they had talked to SOAR about working with them on this program.
Vice President Gonzalez stated that the strategies they would take are very limited. This was one of the ideas of Senator Nettles and he wasn’t sure how far she got in the works with SOAR.
Mr. Haller advised that before it is approved as a final reading they make sure to check with SOAR and see if they want our help and if ASI is welcomed to participate.    
Senator Nettles stated that she is waiting on a response from Mr. Ken Kelley from SOAR.

Dr. Caveness asked if there was an interest in working on something for new students for the Spring Semester.

Senator Nettles responded that they are meeting to write a resolution opposing the cancellation of University 100. They would also be creating a conference program, a one day thing, for the current freshmen class that didn’t get University 100. This would be done in the spring semester and the fall pending the online orientation from SOAR.  They would then be handing the program to the New Student Orientation Commission.

NEW BUSINESS
Legislative Business
A. SR #2010-07: Resolution in Support of The Federal DREAM Act (1st Reading)
Vice President Gonzalez introduced the resolution to the Board.  It is one of the ongoing discussion items at CSSA meetings. Many CSUs, he indicated, have made a push to pass resolutions on this item. He then pointed out a couple of key points.  The DREAM act is an acronym for the Development, Relief and Education for Alien Minors.  It was re-introduced to the Senate and would permit a high school graduate who immigrates to the United States before the age of 16 who have lived in the country for at least five consecutive years prior to the passage of the legislation and are under the age of 30 at the time of enactment, the ability to gain conditional residency. 
(M) T. Garcia (S) L. Garcia to approve as first reading.
Senator T. Garcia asked if they could spell out the acronym for FTES.
Dr. Caveness stated that just format purposes, to be consistent at the end of the resolution where they indicate where the resolution should be circulated, in order to avoid the issue of the honorifics of Mr. and Mrs., you should have the title before the name.  
Vice President Gonzalez stated that it will come back as a second reading and highly encouraged them to read the material.

Motion carries with one abstention.
B. SR #2010-08: Resolution on Direct Lending (1st Reading)

Vice President Gonzalez stated that Senator Jaime and Senator Nyeholt worked on this resolution.
Senator Nyeholt introduced the resolution.  He stated that it is in support of two congressional bills that would facilitate the creation of direct lending programs as well as many other things that would benefit higher education. Over the next two weeks while we are moving through the different approvals of this resolution he encouraged the Board to read the codes of legislation related to the resolution.  He then pointed out the list numerated towards the end which lists the benefit.  One of the most important being loan consolidation and interest rates would stabilize significantly.  He then asked that they approve as first reading. 

Vice President Gonzalez encouraged them to review the material for next week.

A.   Christopher Chavez, President of the Associated Students Inc.
ASI Updates:

The meeting was called back to order at 4:42pm. The scheduled individuals with reports were not present.  Their reports will be emailed and rescheduled for next week.

B.
James Ahumada, Chief of Staff of the Associated Students Inc., TC 4:40
Mr. Ahumada apologized to the Board for being late.  He reported that the Cabinet is working immensely on making sure the Beach Team is prepared. Beach Team is meeting today and they are meeting the Cabinet. He stated that they are speaking about a few issues:  mainly Cookies for Cuts.   He reported that he is working with President Chavez mainly with the city affairs position to have an event with the city council to build the bridges there and build connections.  He will inform the Board of the dates and times.
C. Jane Duong, Secretary for Disability Affairs of ASI, TC 4:45
Ms. Duong thanked the Board for waiting for her.  She reported that she met with Dr. Susan Platt to try and formulate a survey to access the needs of disabled students because their confidentiality is well protected.  She also met with Amy Raza in regards to DSS students having afterhours access to University Police. Some students are hesitant to call University Police because it is not a medical emergency. She is trying to encourage students and DSS to call that number because University Police can filter those calls and pass them along to Community Service Hours.  She stated that   having a hotline for them afterhours would be expensive so she is trying to incorporate with the CSOs that work from 5pm to 11pm.  
She also reported that she met with Carolyn O’Keefe the director of Project Ocean. The QPR training was held last week and thanked those who attended. It’s definitely great to raise awareness.  In the future will have another session for those who could not make it.  She also met with Dr. Brad Compliment, CAPS director and his goal is to make their website more interactive.  She stated that they are understaffed and students are in need of that help and access. Dr. Compliment is working on a proposal for a 24 hour hotline for CAPS for students who have crisis after hours to direct them to resources on and off campus. 

Ms. Duong also reported an incident that occurred in the USU with a student who had a service dog and was kicked out by an employee.  She stated that service dogs do not need to be labeled and she is working on updating the building policy with Scott Christopherson. Some of her goals for this semester are to better label the LA Buildings because students are having a hard time identifying the classes and it’s becoming a problem.  She will be meeting with the Campus Planning Committee. She would also like to add push buttons to the restrooms in the USU.  

Vice President Gonzalez thanked her for her report and asked if there is anything that the Senate can do to help they would gladly do it.

Senator L. Garcia commended Ms. Duong for all of her work.  

Vice President Gonzalez stated that there was a motion on the floor and asked for unanimous consent in amending the motion to hear Chief of Staff Ahumada’s report.  
D. Marilei Denila, Treasurer of the Associated Students Inc., TC 4:50
Treasurer Denila’s report was postponed until the next meeting.
E. Senators at Large Reports
Senator T. Nguyen reported that she has been communicating with Housing and Residential Life. She has been distributing flyers to the Director who in turn is handing them to the RAs.  She will be attending their committee meeting next week.  

Senator L. Garcia reported that earlier this week she sent out an email to the executive team about her Student Organization Outreach Plan.  She indicated that she met with Dave Edwards about it as well and believes that Mr. Haller and Chief of Staff Ahumada would like to meet with her about it. She provided an overview about the plan, she indicated that there a lack of communication between ASI and Student Organizations and this is a way to bridge that gap. She has been emphasizing the creation of an organization council. There is a college council that consists of some student organizations but it doesn’t include all of them. She also has a set meeting tomorrow with the organizations to discuss how the organizations are doing and for her to provide them with any information from ASI and encouraged the Board to attend. As a side note, she stated that she is currently sitting in the Shared Governance Committee and due to work she cannot attend the meetings and is wondering if a Senator would like to take her place.

Senator Valdez reported that on Monday night, the Greeks had their Awards Night at Wilson High School and it was very successful. He also reported that on November 16th IFC /Pan-Hellenic Elections would be taking place.  On November 14th there will be a Greek Spirit Competition at the Homecoming game. He will also be meeting with Ms. Caitlyn Roberts to discuss any other events taking place.  
Senator T. Garcia reported that EOP is excited about the Cookies for Cuts events and they will be in attendance.  He reported that they are also excited about the new organization council. The Educational Student Organization will be having a fundraiser at Wingstop until November 1st. 
Senator Rizk reported that on November 6th at the Women’s Volleyball Game the Women’s Soccer Resource Center will be collecting items for the local shelter.  He stated that there is a list of items that they can donate for instance gift cards, old cell phones, special financial donations, clothing and shoes for women and children is needed.  He indicated that they could contact Amy Raza with any questions.  He further reported that the Monsoon Maniacs were distributing pamphlets regarding membership information this basketball season is a big chance for us to win the Big West.  

Senator L. Garcia added that the Monsoon Maniacs is a spirit group and it is a good way to show school spirit and you can sign up online.
