Senator Larson asked who would be paying for the tax and gas. The Chair said an estimated guess would be consumers.
Senator Bui stated that the original bill in the CA Assembly states that public gas prices cannot be increased to offset taxes.

Senator Tran stated that the new whereas were added to include more costs and to make the bill
 more specific.

Mr. Haller asked about the dollar amount being presented in the bill and Senator Tran stated that sources for the language in the Bill were stated in billions.

A. BOD-2010-17:  Policy on Payment Card Acceptance

He explained that the policy was as a result of industry wide acceptance for credit card use. Non-Legislative Business

A. BOD-2010-18: Election of Student Representative to the Academic Senate

There were three applicants applying: Dean Dutro, Emily Terada and Joseph Chavez.
Dean Dutro introduced himself to the Board as a 2nd year student.  He moved to CA from Oregon and is a member of International Business Association, fraternity E-board in his first year but dropped afterwards. He is interested in the position because it is prime time to get involved and speak on behalf of students.  It gives one experience they can use in future jobs.
Senator L. Garcia asked if he would be comfortable speaking in front of faculty and deans. He said yes he currently works for the City of LB and deals with the public a lot.   He is familiar with many professors as well.
Senator Jaime asked what issues he will address to the academic senate.  Mr. Dutro stated those issues such as furloughs, budget cuts and other issues that affect students.
Senator Rizk asked if his background gives him sufficient experience and Mr. Dutro said yes.

Emily Terada introduced herself as 1st year graduate student in Child Development.  Her experience as an undergraduate at San Jose was serving on the finance committee for student government and a participating in a sorority. She added that she has lots of leadership experience and likes to be involved in her campus and getting to know people.
Senator L. Garcia asked if she is aware of what is going on in the University and she said yes she attending a state school so the campus issues are similar.

Joseph Chavez introduced himself as a 2nd year student in Political Science and minor in American Indian Studies; a member of PIA.  He participated in International Study abroad and also served as an SLD intern. He was involved in student government in high school and sat on leadership boards.

Senator Jaime asked about his application and Vice President Gonzalez explained that there was a mix up with the Government Office in getting Mr. Chavez’s application.
Senator Williams asked about his year and major and Mr. Chavez responded again that he is a 2nd year Political Science major.

B. Report on the Independent Audit of the Associated Students, Incorporated and Presentation on Business Ethics - Ron Mitchell, CPA, AKT LLP 

Mr. Mitchell introduced himself to the Board stating that he sits on the Executive Committee that runs his firm, which is the second oldest and founded in 1949.  He is also a publicly elected officer in the City of Oceanside which has a $300 million budget and he serves on the Board of Directors for MiraCosta College in San Diego.  He also shared that he has a History degree and taught for a 2 years. 

Mr. Mitchell conducted a PowerPoint presentation on Business Ethics and how it operated for the Board.   At the end of the presentation, he thanked the Board for selecting their firm to work for the Associated Students.
Senator L Garcia thanked him for coming to present and added that his report on Business Ethics was very inspiring.

Executive Business:

A. PA #2010-29: Confirmation of  Sanger Lyons, Secretary for System-Wide Affairs 

Mr. Lyons introduced himself to the Board as a 3rd year political science major.
Senator L. Garcia asked what he knows about the position and how familiar he was with CSSA. He stated that he is familiar with the position and will be forming a Lobby Corp of students and would like to engage them in the process of demonstrations, etc.

Senator Garcia asked about his plans on Lobby Corp.  Mr. Lyons stated that he was still forming those details and he will be attending Lobby Corp Clinic on October 15 at CSU Fresno.  He would also like to have a town hall on campus and bring issues to the forefront.

The Board was curious as to which faculty recommended him and he said Bron Pellissier, the Director of Learning Alliance. 

Senator Rizk asked if he was aware of the job responsibility and balancing that with his academics. He said yes he was aware and able to balance the two.

Senator Tran asked about his prior experience and if he was aware of current issues.  Mr. Lyons said lobbying is new to him but he was a member of the mock council in his hometown of the City of Lancaster.  It will be a learning process but he has had some exposure to politics.

   President Chavez updated the Board on AS issues, state wide issues and campus dates to remember.
ASI Updates:

Most of the university committee now has student representatives; there are a handful of vacancies.  October 12th: ASI Cultural Council @ 1:30 PM

October 14th: State of the AS Address @ 3 PM.  He will be outlining plans and executive initiatives, confronting the crisis.
Campus Updates:

Academic Senate only has 12 students that RSVP so far, more to be invited.
Groundbreaking of add-on to Nursing Building, construction begins tomorrow 10/8/09 and should be completed summer of 2010.  
Academic Senate had discussion on “Course Coordination Policy” governing over multi-section and sequential courses, still being debated.
National Coming Out Week is occurring this week and Sec. for LGBTIQ Affairs is working with organizers.
State wide updates:

AB 656 is still in Assembly Committee on Higher Education, to be referred to Committee on Tax and Revenue (no update since July 17.)

CSU Board of Trustees: Governor hasn’t appointed 2nd Student Trustee and 2nd Faculty Trustee
Federal Government: H.R. 3221: Student Aid and Fiscal Responsibility Act of 2009

Support Title I sections relating to Financial Aid (Sec. 101 (Pell Grants), Sec. 121 (increases FA eligibility and access.) 

Support Title II, namely Sec. 201 (abolishes FFEL),  

Oppose Title II, Sec. 215 (Variable Interest Rates)

Misc: Creates grants to help universities modernize, repair and construct facilities with LEEDS certification (Title 3, Subtitle B, and Sec. 351)

Misc: Awards grants to universities for innovative retention programs (Title V.)

Senator L. Garcia asked if Senators had RSVP and Mr. Chavez said not yet but Ms. Hinckson will be sending that information this week.
Senator Tran asked about specifics of CSSA.  President Chavez explained the weekend program for CSSA. He added that agenda and schedule will be posted shortly on the CSSA website in the next couple of days.  Senator Tran asked if CSSA meetings open to the public and President Chavez said yes.  

Senator Jaime asked who is funding the nursing building. President Chavez stated that there was a campus wide email sent by the University President and funds are mostly from state bonds.
Senator L. Garcia asked about the CSU Trustee appointment and why the delay by the Governor’s Office.   President Chavez stated that he is unsure of a reason for the delay.

Kimmie Helm, Chief Programming Officer of the Associated Students Inc. 

Ms. Helm reported on upcoming events from various commissions.  October 22 @ 3pm is the President’s Mixer occurring in the USU bowling alley with free pizza and games. October 27 at 11:30pm is the annual Beachpride Poolside and Athletic will be participating in some of the water games.  There will also be a workshop on finances on October 29th.  She added that they are working on a series of sessions on educating students on the impact of furloughs and so far Dean Solt will be a speaker. Dates are not set at the moment.
Senator L Garcia stated that Mary Stephens has a lot of information that can be collaborated with the furlough forums.  Mr. Haller stated that the series program is a separate thing specifically for students and their reactions and understanding of furloughs.

Senator Jaime asked what presidents are attending the President mixer. President Chavez responded that all organization presidents are invited.
Senator Rizk asked for details of mixer. 
Senator Tran asked who was the being communicated to.   President Chavez said via AS Comm. 
Ms. Hinckson added that the information is given to SLD and they info all student organizations.

C. College Senators Reports
Senator Bustamante stated that College of The Arts Council met today at noon and the date for the COTA mixer is November 18th at 5pm in the Fine Arts Gallery.  There will be lots of food and performances from the University jazz band and the Composers Guild. 
Senator L. Nguyen stated that the ABSOC mixer was successful. They are also applying for grants for MIE.   Ethics At The Beach is Friday November 6 from 10-2pm, it is based on the Gooden’s Pyramid of Success and she will send a flyer to the Board.  MIE committee met and they may be collaborating with Engineering.  ABSOC has a new website and Senators have a blog page.

AMA is cheering at the LB marathon on Sunday October 11.  Roller disco event on Thursday November 15th 

Senator Tran reported that College of Education Council is meeting tonight at 8pm and they will be reviewing and updating their bylaws. 

Senator Stout reported that the College of Engineering organization fair had a good turn-out of 18 orgs and over 200 students present. Society of Women Engineers is having a fundraiser tomorrow, October 8th at Pinkberry. The Dean will be hosting a lecture series and the recruitment director attended the AESB meeting to explain the new rules regarding unit load.
Senator Larson reported that the College of Health & Human Services Council faculty-student mixer is December 7, 3-5pm in the USU bowling area.  ASSW is having a letter writing against the budget cuts; CJSA is having a bowling night on October 8; CNSA suicide prevention walk was a success and they raised $3000; Senator Nettles added that they are meeting with the Dean on October 15 to talk about the advising center and other issues.
Senator Nyeholt reported that College of Liberal Arts met and they selected a new logo to go with their literature.  A town hall meeting in the planning stages, the date is November 12 at 5pm, speakers to include: VP Robinson, AS President Chavez, VP Stephens and Dean Gerry Riposa. October 13 at 6pm is the student-faculty mixer in the USU bowling alley.
Senator Quibuyen reported that their student-faculty mixer is Nov 16th.   They are holding a fundraiser October 15th at the 2nd street Pinkberry.   Senator Bui added that there is a fundraiser at Acapulco and another at Panda Express on campus on October 26.  Additionally, there is free GRE and other graduate sample tests on October 17th.

Senator Tran expressed that her College will be working with a homeless shelter and dressing up for a Halloween skit.  She would like people to be volunteers as monsters for kids on October 24th.  She will be passing around a donation box next week.
