6. CURRENT YEAR UNALLOCATED FUND
A. Imagine Cup 2010- Association for Computer Machinery

Mr. Velasco explained to the Board that this grant is asking for the funding of computer software needed to compete in this competition. If successful in the competition then they would garner notoriety for both their organization and CSULB. 
Senator Nguyen asked Mr. Velasco if he could explain the Imagine Cup event. Mr. Liong replied that it is an international competition taken place in Poland and based on the theme of technology helping to solve the world’s problems; ACM has separated into different teams to work on different categories which include video game applications that help educate people on the world’s problem and help solve them. 
Treasurer Denila asked when they are attending this event. Mr. Velasco explained that they are in the process of developing their ideas for the competition and have not finished the projects.

Mr. Waterfield explained to the Board that the purpose of having this endowment was for the purpose of scholarships and to keep that in mind. 
Discussion ensued. 

Mr. Haller expressed to the Board that he like the idea of this endowment going to K-Beach. 
Ms. Taylor suggested as to not create positions or new programs from the endowment, but to add it to its operation budget since the revenue from the endowment fluctuates. 
The Board concurred with Ms. Taylor’s suggestion.
Mr. Haller will return to the Board with a policy draft. 

B. Waterski and Wakeboard Grant Usage- Discussion Item 
Treasurer Denila explained to the Board the breakdown of Waterski and Wakeboard grant money that has been used thus far. The organization wants to sell the boat to an alumnus who is interested in purchasing it for $6,000 and use that money to purchase a new boat. 
Treasurer Denila further explained that they want to use the rest of their grant account money to purchase the new boat.
Discussion ensued.  
Mr. Waterfield expressed to the Board if the price is right for the value for the purchase of the used boat. 

Discussion ensued about the process to purchasing the boat. 
Senator Nyeholt expressed to the Board from experience of using a boat in saltwater that the amount of damaged that was done to the previous boat seemed like they didn’t upkeep it correctly and explained the use of saltwater proofing the boat in order to avoid the amount of costs in damages and avoiding the purchase of a new boat every few years. 

Mr. Waterfield explained to the Board the importance of them having a comprehensive plan because every year the turnover of boat maintenance varies.

Mr. Haller suggested to re-agenized this item because of concerns that the Board still has and questions. 

The Board concurred with Mr. Haller’s suggestion.
