8. REPORTS

A. Treasurer’s Report
Treasurer Denila reported to the Board that the CYUF for Fall are $3,251, and STF $343 the spring CYUF is $15,082. Treasurer Denila mentioned to the Board that she is working on a student contract to hold student organizations accountable, and has looked at a contract Mr. Haller forwarded to her that was used years before and is considering revising it and using it this year to get more of a commitment from the organizations.   
B. Senate Representative’s Report

Senator Nguyen reported to the Board that eco-week was successful and Senator Nyeholt and Senator Nguyen participated, at last weeks Senate meeting they passed Resolution in Support of The Federal DREAM Act, Resolution on Direct Lending. There were four new senate resolutions Sustainability and Recycling Act of 2009, Initiative I: Senate Bill 402, which passed as a first reading, Sustainability and Recycling Act of 2009, Initiative II: American College and University Presidents Climate Commitment, which also passed as a first reading, resolution in support as a student healthcare, and resolution in support of 24-Hour Library. 
Mr. Gonzalez added that there is another resolution that will be coming to Senate which he and Mr. Chavez are proposing regarding the PEG Grant.  
C. Executive Director’s Report

Mr. Haller reviewed to the Board the Budget report for October 2009. 
Mr. Chavez asked what program ratio is. Mr. Haller replied that it is the ratio out of every dollar is going toward programs.

Senator Nguyen asked if this endowment is only for K-Beach and can not be used for anything else. Mr. Haller replied yes, which is what was specified from previous discussion.

Mr. Waterfield asked what would be an appropriate sale price for the Board to sell it. Ms. Taylor replied that AS should put it up for public auction to get the best price.

C. Wakeboard and Waterski- Boat Purchase- Action Item
Mr. Moore gave a presentation to the Board on their budget expenses. 

Ms. Taylor asked where they got the finances. Mr. Moore replied that it is from club dues and gas money. 
Discussion ensued. 

Ms. Taylor asked how much fundraising is done throughout the year. Mr. Moore replied that it is hard to determine the amount of fundraising is brought in this year. 

Discussion ensued. 

Mr. Moore explained to the Board their organizations 5-year plan. 

Mr. Haller asked if a new boat every five years is a reasonable estimate. Mr. Moore replied every three years is more realistic, the membership fee is reasonable and is proposing this without selling the other boats. 

Mr. Waterfield asked based on the history of the organization what are the chances of implementing this once the officers this year are gone. Ms. Hayes replied that there is good chances of this plan working out due to the fundraisers that have been held have brought in numerous amounts of money. 
Ms. Taylor asked who pays for the insurance for these events. Mr. Haller replied that it is covered under AS liability because they are using AS asset. 

Senator Nyeholt asked about the monthly net income; where is the revenue coming from when you have monthly net expenses of the same value. Ms. Taylor replied that he shows it in his income and expenses. 

Mr. Haller asked if the $4,000 that they are contributing is going to the purchase of the trailer. Mr. Moore replied that they have purchased the trailer and are gifting it to AS. 
Discussion ensued.

Senator Nyeholt expressed to the Board that if this is approved there is a serious need to incorporate a policy that addresses this issue in the future. 

Mr. Chavez explained that what the Board needs to focus on is what is here at hand and is there anything that will put the company at risk if the Board approves the purchase of this boat. Ms. Taylor replied that in terms of the club yes, there is a lot of current year money on one item and will have an effect on the budget in future years when the resources are dwindling down.

Ms. Hayes expressed to the Board that they will try to attain a relationship with Epic so that in future years there will be less controversy of a boat purchase and where from, etc.

Treasurer Denila asked if they asked him to speak after they were already awarded their first grant. Ms. Davi replied that she told him that she would keep him updated to see if they have enough funds to bring him out to Long Beach to speak and they have a close relationship with Mr. Bernstrum and he is enthusiastic about speaking at CSULB. 

Mr. Haller expressed to the Board the need for newspaper ads to market this event because it is a great event.

B. Proposed Policy on Internal Student Organization Audits- Discussion Item
Senator Nyeholt explained to the Board that it is a proposed policy to ensure that the student organizations are using substantial material assets and are moving or making efforts towards the maintenance and replacement of the items, anything that has $2,500< in book value as assets and taking into account the depreciation value of this asset. Senator Nguyen added that the $2,500 is an arbitrary number that can be adjusted at the Boards discretion. This policy also ensures that the student organizations have a business plan for new officers to follow, the mechanism that is set up is a process where the treasurer upon the fiscal certification workshop will inform them that they need to appear in front of the board to ensure that that they have a business plan to maintain and replace the asset. Senator Nyeholt explained that the wording of this policy is open for discussion and revision. 
Mr. Haller explained his concern to make sure this policy is fair for all organizations, AS is trying to get out of club sports business and expressed his concern for clarity. 

Mr. Waterfield suggested the need for professional staff to make this policy and wondering whether how professional this policy needs to be. 

Discussion ensued. 

Senator Nguyen asked if it is possible for an advisor to be accountable rather than student officers. Mr. Waterfield replied to an extent. 
Mr. Haller mentioned the idea of leasing assets to student organizations and building up funds in an account to replace the asset in the future.

Discussion ensued. 

Treasurer Denila explained to Senator Nguyen to think about what they want to get out of this policy to further write a revised version. 
Discussion ensued. 

C. Students’ Food Science Society- Request for Exception to Policy
Ms. Sea explained to the Board that they had their event on November 6 and they previously had an off-campus group account and wanted to do this contract for their two speakers through the off-campus account. Since they were using the grant account instead they were unable to get the signatures until the day of the event. 
Mr. Waterfield asked if this is coming from a grant account or an agency. Treasurer Denila replied it is a grant account. 

Mr. Haller asked what the nature of this event was. Mr. Lam replied to raise awareness to the students, and to inform them of what is expected after they graduate.
