INVOCATION

The invocation was presented by Dr. Jonathan O’Brien, Co-coordinator of the Student Development in Higher Education Masters Program.  He introduced himself as a former AS senator and that experience helped him pursue his career in higher education.  He invoked the memory of his time in the Senate Chambers reflecting that December is the middle of their term and this is a turning point.  He talked about their ability to think about the future and accomplish what they want.  Seneca the philosopher, stated: from a certain point onward there isn’t any turning back and that the point we should think about. Various changes relating to faculty and Department Chairs, Endorsement of Letter of Concern to President Alexander from Nominating Committee

Timely Graduation Policy – FIRST READING (Formerly Unit Cap Proposal)

Students may take up to 120% of the units required to graduate, any 2nd Majors, Minors, and Certificates must be finished within that extra 20%.  Only 60 units of transfer credit will be counted against the unit limit

Units earned through AP, International Baccalaureate, external exams, military credit and pre-baccalaureate sources WILL NOT be counted towards unit limit.
Students will be able to switch their major, minor, etc after 90 units if they can complete it within the extra 120%

Students must file to graduate once they have earned enough units to graduate

There is an appeals process, should an appeal not be accepted, enrollment may be limited to the courses needed to graduate.  Should the student have enough units to earn a degree, they will be graduated.
Freshman-Year Student Housing Requirement

Starting in Fall of 2010, first-time Freshmen will be required to live on campus but there are a number of exemptions:

Students over 21 years old or those who will be living with parents/guardians;Currently active military personnel or those with veteran’s status; Those who are married, in a domestic partnership or with dependent children;
Students with independent status; Students carrying less than 5 credit hours during the whole year; other special circumstances that can be demonstrated.
Each exemption will require some for of documentation, as outlined in the policy and financial Aid WILL be available for these students.
2010 Applications

Initial Filing Period for the Fall 2010 Semester ended yesterday.  

First-Time Freshman Applicants INCREASED 4.3% (47,683)

Transfer Applicants INCREASED 48.6% (21,973)

Vice President asked for clarification on the PEG resolution and meeting date of the LB City Council.  President Chavez responded that January 5th 2010 is the next LB City Council meeting.

Senator Cordova asked what the purpose behind the residential requirement was.  President Chavez responded that based on the underutilization of housing and the need to change from commuter campus.

Senator Bustamante stated that exemptions will affect the out of town students and President Chavez responded yes. 

Senator Bustamante asked if the opening of the LRC was the reason for low enrollment in Housing and President Chavez said no, several buildings were empty.

Senator Jaime asked about the residential requirements if it was for the semester or the year and Chavez said students would be required to live in the dorms for the full first year.

Dr. Caveness stated that she speaks at the parent orientation to parents and housing is always an issue for them.

Ms. Hinckson asked if this policy was official and President Chavez responded yes, it is an official policy as of now.

G. Kimmie Helm, Chief Programming Officer of the Associated Students Inc., 
Kimmie explained the theme for the Belmont Holiday Parade and the float that ASI will be making this week.  She suggested they contact Brandon Smith at bsmith2@csulb.edu if they are interested.  She added that the last all commissioner is this Friday at 10am.

   Senator T Nyugen asked for location in which they will be working and Kimmie said at the USU loading dock.

C.    College Senators Reports
Senator Bohn reported that her council recapped their mixer and it was the last meeting. 
Senator Bustamante added that over 375 people were present for free pizza, sandwiches etc. He reminded the Board of the Music Dept Winter Festival December 5-7, a hug extravaganza. Its at the 1st Congregational Church on Friday, Saturday and Sunday, tickets can be purchased at the Carpenters Center ticket booth.
Senator Cordova reported that elections are going on within ABSOC.

Senator Collins met with the Director of Early Childhood and they will be reactivating their student  organization.

Senator Nettles reported that the Dietetic Association will be having a holiday party; CGSA will have a hockey night on December 5, there are fundraisers at Barnes & Nobles on December 13 & 30;  Council mixer is on December 7 from 3-5pm in USU games area.  They recently completed allocations for all their organizations.  Lastly, they have 2 final Dean of the College candidates and there are open forums for both candidates this week.

Senator Williams reported that there were over 83 people at his college town hall and next semester there will be more from his college. He thanked those that attended.
Senator Quibuyen stated that his council’s last meeting was today and they recapped the success of their mixer which was good. They are planning the nobel laureate for next semester.
