6. CURRENT YEAR UNALLOCATED FUND

A. CSULB Innovation Challenge- Society of Innovation Entrepreneurship
Mr. Yerrapothu explained that this event is an innovation challenge for CSULB students and the purpose is to create as much value for an assigned everyday object.  Students will work in teams which will have a week to create this value. This event is sponsored by College of Business Administration and the Resource and Technology Center. 

Treasurer Troutner asked what sort of objects they will be giving out. Mr. Yerrapothu replied there will be three objects and the students have to choose one object that they will try to create value for. The objects will be everyday objects such as a water bottle.
Mr. Chavez asked how the organization developed the amount of expenditures. Mr. Yerrapothu replied it was based on the amount of banners and flyers being used and printed out. Mr. Yerrapothu added that they are expecting 150-200 students and are paying for the ballrooms. Refreshments were estimated based on the amount of guests expected. 

Senator Denila asked if students will be paying an entry fee. Mr. Yerrapothu replied that students will not be paying an entry fee. Senator Denila asked if there is a prize for the winners of this event. Mr. Yeraapothu replied yes and added that the first place prize consists of $500, the second prize is $300, and the third prize winner receives $200.

Mr. Chavez asked exactly what the purpose of the event is. Mr. Yerrapothu replied that the purpose of this event is to stimulate students about business innovation and to provide them with a platform.

Mr. Rime replied that he was unsure how he and his colleague were going to get from the airport to the hotel which is where the convention is being held.

8. STUDENT UNDERGRADUATE RESEARCH FUND

9. REPORTS
A. Treasurer’s Report

Treasurer Troutner reported that the current year unallocated fund has a total remaining balance is $21,203. The Student Undergraduate fund still remains at $10,000. The Student Travel fund for fall was ($541), spring is $6,120 for a total of $5,041. The total for the Facility Fee Waivers is $8,685, and Performing Arts Center has four waivers left. Treasurer Troutner asked for the Board’s input concerning funding clubs and students with things such as Kaleidoscope and Week of Welcome because he noticed that groups were receiving grants for these events in the College Council Allocation Summary. 
Ms. Swetland asked if it was a past practice. Treasurer Troutner replied that it has never been looked at and found that College Councils has been funding students through ASI grants for Kaleidoscope. He said he would not be surprised if club sports are doing the same. He clarified that he has passed it by before because he was not aware exactly what to look for in reviewing these summaries.

Mr. Haller mentioned that Treasurer Troutner is not the first one to bring up this issue. He does not really understand why it is an issue. Treasurer Troutner replied that it is not the fact that the Board doesn’t want to fund this event that is a big part of this campus. He just wants to make sure that the Board is not favoring those groups that know about this grant when other organizations are paying for it out of their own pockets. 
Discussion ensued. 
Ms. Taylor asked if every club has an equal opportunity to come to ASI and ask for funding for these events and if ASI makes sure that they know of this opportunity. Treasurer Troutner replied yes. 

Treasurer Troutner asked the Board about a question that was presented to him concerning the prohibition of purchasing live animals with SURF because it seems to be vague. Ms. Taylor replied that it is not up to ASI to make that decision because there are a lot of regulations for doing that type of research, which is why it is a prohibited purchase.

Ms. Swetland suggested funding the applicant everything besides that.

Ms. Taylor concurred. 
Treasurer Troutner announced that the idea of an academic social networking website was presented to Ms. Swetland and gave her the floor. Ms. Swetland explained that the president of Innovative Business Student Association wants to create an academic networking website in which students in certain classes can communicate to each other, as well as throughout the duration of the class. Ms. Swetland clarified that it is a different kind of service to the community of the student body, although it is not traditionally what the Board funds. Treasurer Troutner showed the Board the proposal idea of this website.

Senator Denila asked how much funding they are asking for this particular service. Treasurer Troutner replied that it is up to $2,000 and it will be under the category Honorarium and Service contracts because they would hire a professional programmer. 

Ms. Taylor asked what server they were planning to load it on. Treasurer Troutner replied they are trying to have it under the University website. Ms. Taylor suggested that we acquire more information for this idea. Treasurer Troutner asked if this would be something that the Board would want to consider for the spring allocation process. Mr. Haller replied that it is something that he would like to hear and mentioned that there is an intellectual property rights component to this type of project.

Treasurer Troutner discussed the BOC Allocation Summary outline and mentioned that the dates marked with the stars are not publicized unless the Board wishes otherwise. He described that the proposal was to meet Tuesday April 14, 2008 from 3:30-5:30 p.m. and Friday April 17, 2009 from 1-5 p.m. instead of meeting two Tuesdays and a Thursday. Each organization will come in and present for fifteen minutes. Mr. Haller suggested that the Board give them less time because it does not require a great deal of time. Mr. Haller asked Treasurer Troutner if these presentations are going to be voluntary or mandatory. Treasurer Troutner asked Mr. Haller if it was voluntary last year. Mr. Haller replied that it was voluntary. 

Discussion ensued. 

Treasurer Troutner asked the Board if there were any problems with the days proposed. Ms. Taylor mentioned that both she and Ms. Swetland have an RPP meeting on April 17. Treasurer Troutner suggested having the meeting in the morning. The Board came to an agreement on April 17, 2009. The meeting will be from 9:30-1:00 p.m. 

Treasurer Troutner announced that a proposal regarding lodging will be brought forth and asked for any suggestions. 

Discussion ensued. 

Treasurer Troutner notified the Board that he will look on the Department of General Services website for hotel costs and will email it.

Treasurer Troutner reported he had a discussion with Carol Menard and asked her if there were any real reasons to go to the colleges regarding T3 funding. He asked the Board if there is any problem with the colleges coming  and inquiring funding rather than going through college councils. 

Mr. Haller suggested having SLD apply for the money. Treasurer Troutner agreed. 

B. Senators Representative’s Report

Senator Denila reported that last week at the Senate Meeting they had second readings for the Clicker Standardization and Cal Grant Defense resolutions. They confirmed Kimberlyn Luong as Government Elections Officer and Melissa Barkley as Government Recruitment and Training Officer. 

Treasurer Troutner asked if there was progress on electing a new senator as the representative to the Board of Control. Mr. Chavez replied that he will have to add it on to the agenda for next weeks meeting. 

C. Executive Director’s Report
Mr. Haller reported that the current headcount for CSULB students is 34,748 and now only 84 students shy of the projected enrollment.

10. OLD CORPORATE BUSINESS
A. Club Sports and Recreation-Triathlon Team (Item for Meeting #18)
(M) Swetland (S) Denila to approve the amount of $1,000 to Club Sports and Recreation-Triathlon Team (Item for Meeting #18). Ms. Swetland explained that the reason for her motion is because there are not that many CSULB students participating.

B. Platanos and Collard Greens- African Student Union & Latino Student Union (Item from meeting #19)
Mr. Haller mentioned that this could be a groundbreaking event for this campus because these opportunities are rare. He wants the Board to fund this at a level so the event can actually take place. 

(M) Swetland (S) Chavez to approve the amount of $3,000 to Platanos and Collard Greens- African Student Union & Latino Student Union (Item from meeting #19).

Mr. Chavez explained that funding this event will be highly beneficial this campus because he has noticed some tension between the African American and Latino communities.

11. NEW CORPORATE BUSINESS
A. Beach Pride Agreement Presentation- Randy Langejans
Mr. Langejans presented on how Beach Pride funds are spent in the Athletics department and distributed a four page summary for the Board. He reported that this current year ASI has allocated $818,746 for athletics and it is separated into four different categories: scholarships, sports medicine, strength and conditioning, and capital projects. There are 185 student athletes on scholarships in the 18 sports. Sports medicine includes mainly supplies. Strength and conditioning includes services as well as supplies. Last year did not spend anything on capital projects and have been rolling that money forward for some projects in the future. This past year the athletics department got approval to redirect some of the money from capital projects to scholarships due to the increases in tuition.
The second page provided the history of the Beach Pride allocations. The third page the operating dollars that are set at a minimum level for each sport. The last page gives an idea of the athletics department’s total expenses. 

Treasurer Troutner asked if the second page is the total that was on the first page. Mr. Langejans replied yes, Mr. Langejans explained that when the athletics department gets billed for tuition and books scholarships they send it over to Mr. Haller’s department and they pay it. 
Ms. Swetland asked if 350 students are student-athletes and 185 are receiving full scholarships or any scholarships. Mr. Langejans replied that they give out the full allotment that the NCAA allows them and said that there are at least 240-260 students that are receiving some sort of aid. 

Treasurer Troutner asked if this has been approved thus far or allocated. Mr. Langejans replied that $535,000 of the allocation has been used, but they have $300,000 left. They have not received the tuition and books fee for spring from the school.
Treasurer Troutner asked who decides on the amount of $818,746. Mr. Haller replied that it is determined by ASI. Ms. Taylor asked for clarification. Mr. Haller replied that they allocate them the same amount of the Beach Pride fund from year to year based on enrollment, and for the past couple of years that share has been held constant because of enrollment and budget constraints.   

Ms. Taylor asked where exactly is the $105,000 from capital projects that were rolled over. Mr. Langejans replied that they present to the Beach Pride Facilities Committee a prioritized list of capital projects and ask for approval to proceed with them. Discussion ensued.

Ms. Taylor expressed her concern that they should keep track of that money that is supposed to be used for capital projects for future years and should not let the money go without notification. Mr. Haller replied that there is a committee that conducts a meeting to look over these actions. 
Treasurer Troutner explained who exactly is on this committee and mentioned that they have not met in a while which is why they are having this presentation for the BOC.
Treasurer Troutner asked Mr. Langejans if he knew where the $105,000 from capital projects that were rolled over was. Mr. Langejans replied that it is in its own capital account called Beach Pride Facilities. Treasurer Troutner asked if he knew how much is in there. Mr. Langejans replied about $300,000. Treasurer Troutner suggested calling a meeting to know what the future capitol projects are going to be and look at the agreement. Ms. Swetland suggested calling a meeting after the Beach Legacy referendum in March.  rised by the s capitol projectsl projectsm capital investments








B. Zeta Phi Rho- Facility Fee Reduction Request
Treasurer Troutner informed the representatives of Zeta Phi Rho that the Board can only recommend to the Carpenter Center to waive an 8 hour rental fee.
Mr. Schrodder and Mr. Nguyen explained that this event is called “Raise the Roof”, and it is a concert with special performers in the Pilipino community to bring awareness about poverty in the Philippines, in Long Beach, and in the greater Los Angeles area. 
Mr. Chavez asked if this will be for an eight hour time slot. Treasurer Troutner replied that it is a recommendation to the Carpenter Center to waive the fee. Ms. Peters asked if there is a letter sent to the Carpenter Center. Treasurer Troutner replied yes. 
(M) Chavez (S) Swetland to approve Zeta Phi Rho- Facility Fee Reduction Request.
