6. CURRENT YEAR UNALLOCATED FUND
A. Sex Positive Week 2009- Feminist Organization Reclaiming Consciousness and Equality
Treasurer Denila explained to the Board that the representative could not attend this meeting but she will be speaking today on her behalf. Treasurer Denila explained that this event is geared toward being sex positive and being receptive towards new ideas. During this event there will be discussions about connections between sexuality, feminism, freedom, religion, the environment, health, and politics. 
This will be an opportunity for students and sex positive professionals to have an open discussion free of judgment. The event will be similar to last years and will consist of documentaries, panel discussion, workshops and professional for Q&A.  
Treasurer Denila reported to the Board a question in which she inquired about the number of speakers that will be presenting.  They are trying to get 4-5 speakers but it depends on how much ASI funds them. 
Senator Nguyen expressed her concern as to where they are getting funding other than ASI for this event. 

Mr. Gonzalez asked Treasurer Denila if she was aware of how many students attended this event last year. Treasurer Denila replied that she would have to go into last years post event assessment reports to look up the actual figure. 

Mr. Waterfield asked Treasurer Denila if she knew the date of the event. Treasurer Denila replied that they did not have an actual date but it will be sometime this semester.

B. Guest Artist Series- “Jazz at the Beach” Club
Ms. Geisick briefly explained to the Board they want to hold this event in the fall as well as in the spring semesters that will consist of a workshop and a performance for students. She further explained that they will be renting the Daniel Reciting Hall, and will have a vocal Jazz ensemble to perform a couple songs and after the performance there will be a discussion of the details and applications of their profession. 

Treasurer Denila asked if the spring semester Guest Artist Series will take place after March. Ms. Geisick affirmed and explained that this grant would cover funding of both events.  

Mr. Gonzalez asked how many members are in their organization. Ms. Geisick replied there is 10-15 right now, but they have a huge Jazz department and they are building membership right now. 
Senator Nyeholt asked if the $1,300 for their honorarium is for travel expenses of the speakers. Ms. Geisick replied that it is paying for the performance fee and some travel fees. 
Senator Nguyen asked if there is any admission fee that attendants need to pay. Ms. Geisick replied no it will be a free event.
Mr. Haller explained to Ms. Geisick the importance of advertising this event in order to bring more notoriety to their organization. Mr. Haller also asked if they are funded by the College of the Arts. Ms. Geisick replied that she does not know of any funding from College of the Arts.
Senator Nyeholt asked if they are planning to do any fundraising for this event. Ms. Geisick replied they are brainstorming ideas of fundraising, such as showcase performances. 

Senator Nyeholt explained his concern that this event seemed it was only exclusive to Music students rather than the whole student body and unless it is advertised very well then it would not benefit the student body. 

Senator Nguyen explained her concern for the place of this event and felt that it should be more accessible.

7. REPORTS

A. Treasurer’s Report
Treasurer Denila reported to the Board that the current balance of CYUF is $15,982 and STF is $3,750, and will agenized the item concerning the rollover of the summer balance. Treasurer Denila explained to the Board that she is working on a new score-based funding and the STF from Jose Pacheco was removed from the agenda because he did not attend his event.
B. Senate Representative’s Report

Senator Nguyen reported to the Board that the AS retreat went well and was a lot of fun. Senator Nyeholt also reported to the Board that there will be a brainstorming session for Senators this evening to discuss their goals.  

C. Executive Director’s Report

Mr. Haller reported to the Board the head count of CSULB students is at 35,103 and are under budget by $24,332 and if the trend continues from last year then CSULB head count will reach 35,609 and our shortfall will be a lot less. Mr. Haller informed the Board about property disposal, which is an issue that will be brought to the Board. There is a property disposal on a couple of items that have zero value and seven assets that have some value to them with a worth of $73,365.  If it is going to be donated Mr. Haller will need to use it as a write off which is up to the discretion of the Board to continue to record in AS books.  
Mr. Waterfield asked if the property that has zero value is still being used. Mr. Haller replied yes.

Mr. Waterfield asked what happens to the property that is not usable. Mr. Haller replied that they dispose of it, or salvage parts that can be reused.
Mr. Haller informed the Board on PCI compliance.     
Mr. Gonzalez inquired on student enrollment. Mr. Haller further explained the logistics of enrollment and its fees. 

Senator Nyeholt asked if the PCI is going to cost ASI more money. Mr. Haller replied no and it is more security related.
8. OLD CORPORATE BUSINESS

9. NEW CORPORATE BUSINESS

A. CSULB Triathlon (ITU Age Group World Championships)- Grant Augmentation Request
Mr. Farfan first explained to the Board a correction to the total amount of $3,880, the total amount should read $ 2,592. CSULB Triathlon team qualified to represent USA in ITU Age Group World Championships in Australia. They are requesting funding for some of their travel expenses for their group. 
Mr. Haller asked when the event is taking place. Mr. Farfan replied September 13th. 

Mr. Haller informed Mr. Farfan that because the amount requested is over $3,000 the Board has to have two readings due to this policy meaning they will not get the funding until after the event is done, and asked if that will be a problem. Mr. Farfan replied no not all.
Mr. Waterfield asked if this will deplete their grant funding for the remainder of the year. Mr. Farfan replied that it will not affect their funding heavily but the grant contribution totals $1,800 of their grant. 
Mr. Waterfield explained his concern of the amount they are using from their allocated fund that was approved in the spring allocations and feels that some of the events will be displaced which is unfair to the rest of the students in the organization this year.
