INVOCATION

PUBLIC COMMENTS

C. BOD-2010-07: Election of Student Fee Advisory Committee
Ms. Hinckson informed the Board that Ms.  Avis Atkins withdrew her application prior to the meeting. 
Vice President Gonzalez stated that there are 4 seats available and an alternate seat but there are only 2 applicants, Senator R. Garcia and Mr. Raul Rodriguez.  He then opened the floor for nominations.
Senator L. Garcia nominated Senator Jaime. Senator Jaime accepted the nomination.
Senator R. Garcia asked for clarification on when the Student Fee Advisory Committee met so that anyone interested could be nominated.  Senator Bustamante indicated that he served on this Committee last year and the Student Fee Advisory Committee meets the first Friday of the month at 8:30a.m.
Senator Larson nominated Senator Stout.  Senator Stout accepted the nomination. 
Vice President Gonzalez stated the importance of this committee and yielded the floor to the applicants to express their interest for the position
Senator R.Garcia stated that he would like to represent students’ voice and knows that last year it was a big deal with the Beach Legacy Referendum.  He feels that he can offer a realistic approach to this committee in relation to fee increases and advising the President.
Vice President Gonzalez stated that Mr. Raul Rodriguez was unable to attend due to class and displayed his application for the Board’s review.
Senator Jaime stated that being that tuition just went up it is a really important year to be on this committee. Students are struggling with tuition and fees in general and if more fees are imposed they must be reasonable and that students aren’t affected.   She wants to make sure that students  are represented well.

Senator Stout stated that he just got back from the Associated Engineering Student Body meeting and they were concerned with a lot of fee increases and this would be a great way to voice students concerns.

Vice President Gonzalez asked if there were any other nominations.

Senator Collins nominated herself as an alternate.  

Senator Collins stated that she also feels that fees being increased are not right for students and would love to be a voice to represent students.  So if someone is unavailable to attend they can call her.  
Senator Bustamante cautioned students that this committee advises President Alexander.  He will raise fees if he sees that it is necessary.  

(M) Bustamante (S) L.Garcia to approve Senator R. Garcia, Raul Rodriguez, Senator Jaime, Senator Stout and  as the alternate Senator Collins, to Student Fee Advisory Committee. 
Senator Bustamante wished them good luck.  
Senator L. Garcia told them that it would be good but it is advisory.  
Motion carries with three abstentions: Senator Jaime, Senator R. Garcia and Senator Stout.

Senator L. Garcia then asked Senator Nyeholt if he wanted this resolution approved before the hearing on September 28th.   Senator Nyeholt indicated that he would like this passed as a first and second reading.

Non-Legislative Business

A. BOD-2010-14: Election of Student Representative to the Academic Senate

Vice President Gonzalez stated that there is one applicant, Ms. Mary Trout. Since this is a major position he cannot open the floor for nominations. 
Dr. Caveness inquired if there was only one vacancy.   Vice President Gonzalez responded that there are 3 positions available. He stated that if the Board has anyone in mind or wish to recommend any of their constituents he would highly recommend it.
Senator L. Garcia inquired as to whether there is any recruitment being done for this position.
Mr. Haller indicated that it is still posted on Beach Board. These are hard positions to fill because there are 5 student positions in a group of all faculty and administrators. He stated that they should really target graduate students who are looking to teach in a university setting this would be a good experience for them.
Senator L. Garcia inquired if there was a way that this item could be postponed.  
Vice President Gonzalez stated that if there is an interest in postponing this item and having the applicant present at the next meeting he would entertain that motion. 
(M) Nyeholt (S) Bohn to postpone BOD-2010-14: Election of Student Representative to the Academic Senate to next Senate meeting.
Mr. Haller stated he understands the reason for postponing to next week but expressed that it is very important to have student representation because otherwise you have faculty and governing body making decisions without student input.
Vice President Gonzalez stated that they did have an Academic Senate meeting the week before last and he and President Chavez were the only students present.  Meetings take place the 2nd and 4th Thursdays of the month from 2pm to 4pm in Psychology Building. 
Senator L. Garcia indicated that meetings are in Psy-150 and meeting dates and times are on the website in case they would like to share the information with their constituents. 
Senator Nyeholt recommended that they recruit graduate students at the Learning Assistance Center. 

Senator Collins stated that she is a graduate student and she asked about the best method to have them apply if they are interested.  Ms. Hinckson suggested all applicants contact her.
Senator L. Garcia indicated that she worked at their office so if they have any questions they can ask her.
Dr. Caveness suggested that College Senators talk with their associate deans and they may have some personal suggestions and recommended networking.

A.  Christopher Chavez, President of the Associated Students Inc.
   President Chavez updated the Board on AS issues, state wide issues and campus dates to remember.
ASI Updates:

President Chavez reported a successful Week of Welcome almost 200 organizations registered & Smorgasport almost 3,000 people attended.  ASI Info Night generated new students to ASI. 
As far as the U-PASS Proposal, over 90 comment cards collected and he encouraged the Board to get more in the next couple of weeks.  Yo-Go Grand Opening was today at 12 noon and they gave away free yogurt to the first 100 people. Also the campus inaugurated the Zip Car Rentals, and is looking forward to incorporating them into Eco Week.  University Committee Appointments are still being made and he urged the Board to assist by sending students to Kimberlyn Luong, the Secretary for Academic Affairs.

Senator Stout expressed the concern about the comment cards surrounding their LB Transit proposal passport D.  His concern was that they are already marked.  President Chavez stated that he will have clean copies available in the office by the next day.
Senator Tran inquired about CHESS and if students interested would have to pay a fee.  President Chavez responded that he is unsure at the time and will keep the Senate informed.

Senator Jaime asked if the people filling out comment cards have to be residents of Long Beach.

President Chavez responded that they do not because any CSULB student could LB transit.
Senator Jaime suggested that all Senators take comment cards with them to their student organization meetings and order to get this passed.
Senator L. Garcia suggested doing some tabling by the bus stops in order to bring awareness.
Senator Nyeholt inquired about the Maximum Student Load and at whose discretion it would be now.

President Chavez responded that the discretion is at the department level and involves the division of Academic Affairs.  The policy itself is on the Academic Senate website.  
Ms. Hinckson thanked Senator L. Garcia for her suggestion on standing by the bus stop to get riders to sign comment cards and wanted to take it a step further and ask Senators to do tabling during their office hours.  The Senate agreed.
B.
Senator-At-Large Reports

Senator Valdez reported that Greeks had their rushes this week and he will have some numbers to report on next week.  He will be meeting with Greek Advisor Ms. Caitlyn Roberts next week.  
Senator L. Garcia reported that she met with Jeff Klaus to discuss student organizations concerns. She attended the Student Health Advisory Committee meeting last week.  She shared information to forward along to constituents.   In particular about the new program, Family Pact which serves both men and women in terms of family planning available for CSULB students.  

Senator R. Garcia reported that he met with the director of EOP and he told him more about EOP.  For this year 5, 629 students at SOAR of those 122 transfer students and 420 freshmen are EOP.  They are working on 20 workshops for students who receive FAFSA.  Constraints about furloughs and their improvement on the level of service.  Every EOP freshmen coming in for advisement.  As far as working with ASI they had a joint event called the Beach Learning Committee.  Also ASI currently funds their Book Fund.  They would like to work more with ASI and have the ASI President at their Transfer day orientation.  They also have an EOP overnight weekend which is similar to Summer Bridge.  
The International Student Association is having their Welcome back bonfire on Friday, September 18th at 4:00pm at Bolsa Chica State Beach. He also spoke with Associate Director of Learning Alliance and they are going with a transitional year due to budget cuts that will affect their programming.

Senator Jaime reported on Disabled Students.  She spoke to the Director of DSS David Sanfillipo and talked to him about some concerns Senators brought up.  The first one was emergency evacuation chairs we do have them but campus police carries them in their cars due to liability issues.  The doors that do not work campus police is in charge flipping on a switch and you can contact campus police to make sure that it is activated. DSS was awarded a Suicide Prevention grant and started a program called Ocean it’s an on campus emergency assistance network and wanted to know if ASI would like to get involved in the training.  DSS will be having a buddy mixer on September 18th from 1-2:30pm.  They also plan on showing the Soloist and having a discussion on mental disorders.  They will also be having Disability for a day.  She also reported on statistics for DSS  there are about 2,000 accommodated tests a year, 20% of DSS students have a psychiatric disability and the population is 1, 100.

Senator Rizk had no report.  

Senator T. Nguyen scheduled an appointment with the Housing Director.  She also spoke with dorm residents and there are no concerns.

Vice President Gonzalez commended the Senator who provided reports.  

Senator Nyeholt inquired about the Headstrong meeting that took place.  Senator Jaime shared some information about Headstrong club. She stated that it’s a club that advocates for the fight against eating disorders, low self esteem and distorted body image.  They had an info night last night and it is going really well and has about 20 new members.  There is also an orientation coming up next week.  
Senator Cordova inquired about Disability for a Day and when it would take place.  Senator Jaime responded that there is no date set they are trying to see how many people would be interested and will start planning it out.

Dr. Caveness wanted to underscore Senator Jaime’s invitation to consider an OCEAN training.  She attended the training last spring and there were students, faculty and staff present and it only took a couple of hours. The program really does lower anxiety about the topic and there are very understandable and easy tips about how to talk to your peers.  Statistics on suicide among college students are very startling.  The most important thing that she walked away with was if you ask the question it does not push someone over the edge more often than not people are relieved that somebody is interested. It was such a wonderful training and she believes that they would gain from it and help someone out. She hopes that the Board will consider the invitation that Senator Jaime has extended.

Also, Students of Life are having their first meeting today in USU-305 at 5pm.  There is also a Blood Drive going on today and tomorrow located in USU ballrooms, 10am-5pm.

Senator Williams announced that the COLA mixer would take place next week.  Tues. September 22nd in the USU at 12:30pm.
Senator Bui announced that they are having a Pink Berry Fundraiser on October 15th at 1pm. The Marino Biology Student Association is having a day at Cabrillo Marina Aquarium and hosting a speaker recognizing a faculty member on Sept. 26th at 6:00pm in San Pedro and you have to RSVP. SACs hosts a coffee and donut hour every Friday at 9:30 in the NLC Patio so if you are ever in the area please stop by for some coffee and donuts. She also announced TOPPS would be having speaker 12-1pm.

Senator Jaime announced that Headstrong will be having a Fundraiser on Sunday at Friscos.

Ms. Hinckson asked if anyone was in the office last night after 7pm because someone had their laptop stolen.  She expressed concern over leaving the back door to the office propped open. She stated that if they are leaving to go to the restroom t it would ok but if they are leaving for a longer period of time they can close it and then check out the key from the Maxson Center.  
Senator L. Garcia welcomed back Senator Valdez and stated that she brought cookies for the Board.

Senator Tran announced that Ethnic Teacher Association is going to be having a Haunted House at OASIS and asked for donations and participation.  She will be working on a resolution for AB 656 to support the bill so if anyone is interested she will be working on it after the meeting.
Mr. Haller stated that Associated Students Inc. sponsors Student Health Insurance Policy through Aetna.  He encouraged them to check it out and to inform their constituents. He also provided an update on assignments.
