INVOCATION

The invocation was presented by University President F. King Alexander.  He shared a story about Thomas Jefferson and a stranger. He added that the year will be bumpy due to budget obstacles and their positive attitudes will be their guide to helping the campus. He ended with Go Beach.
4.
PUBLIC COMMENTS

Brian Troutner past AS Treasurer, spoke about issues with the LB Transit. He explained that the bus routes will be re-routed to assist LB residents and CSULB students.  He asked the Board to help get support via completing as many comment cards by their constituents, to get this approved by the LB City Council.  He also thanked the Board for their commitment to using email and not paper.
The Chair asked when the LB City Council was hearing the issue.  Mr. Troutner stated that September 28 is the last date for the hearing at LB City Council.

President Alexander added that throughout the year there may be other negative concerns from the City of LB residents and encouraged the Board to continue to participate.

Senator Tran asked when the comment cards are due and Mr. Troutner stated as soon as possible.

Senator Rizk asked if the 91 route is affected and Mr. Troutner stated no.

Kimberlyn Luong, Secretary for Academic Affairs asked for assistance with filling seats for campus wide committees/councils as soon as possible.  She also added that there will be a Shared Government retreat to explain the process of being on these committees. She circulated a list of committees for more information and asked that the Board contact her or Senator L. Garcia with questions.

UNFINISHED BUSINESS

Legislative Business:

C. BA #2010-01: Position Clarification Act 2010 (2nd Reading)

Vice President Gonzalez stated that the correct title is Position Clarification Act not Presidential Cabinet revisions.  He summarized that it was primarily renaming the Government Recruitment Officer title and adjusting a few responsibilities of Cabinet members. He asked if there were any questions regarding this amendment.  
Senator L Garcia asked about the Govt recruitment officer duty stated in Section B.  Mr. Haller suggested striking the rest of the sentence after the word delegates on item B.1.c. the Board concurred.
Dr. Vail asked to drop all the “to” in the amendment and Mr. Haller stated that the language is consistent throughout the Bylaws.
(M) Cordova (S) Nettles to approve this Amendment as a second reading as amended.

Non Legislative Business

D. Conflict of Interest Training, Richard Haller

Mr. Haller gave a powerpoint presentation on Conflict of Interest.  There were a few clarification questions from the Board. The Senate took a mini quiz and signed the conflict agreement forms.

E. BOD-2010-10: Election of Senate Rep to Program Council
Vice President Gonzalez explained that Program Council meetings are Fridays at 11am and they need a Senate representative.

Senator L. Garcia nominated Senator Stout.  
Senator Stout accepted and addressed the Senate on his nomination.  He spoke to several people during the retreat and got an idea of what Program Council does.  He feels that he would like to get involved to bring uplifting activities to the student body.

Without objection, Vice President appointed Senator Stout to Program Council.

F. BOD# 2010-12: Confirmation of Mychael Will as student At-Large member to USUBOT
Mr. Will stated that he is very excited to be serving the public. He has gained pride in his school and looks forward to working with the Board.  He has met with other USUBOT members and is looking forward to a great year. 

Senator Rizk stated that it is an honor to have Mr. Will on the Board.
Senator Jaime asked for clarification of the position.  Mr. Haller explained that the title of the position is student at large to the USUBOT.

Senator Williams asked why he wanted to be on the Board. Mr. Will stated that he was involved in other student organizations and it is a new area for him to get involved.

(M) Senator T. Garcia (S) Senator Rizk to confirm Mychael Will as an At-Large member to the USUBOT.

NEW BUSINESS
Legislative Business
A. Policy on Agency Accounts – proposed revisions 

Mr. Haller explained that Board of Control has the authority to oversee revisions to all polices however; Senate must officially review, and then approve them.  Revisions are mundane to grammar, title changes, etc.

He explained revisions to the Policy on Agency Accounts.   Pg 3 Section 1.1 Signature Authority, was revised to what the current practice is. Section 2.3 was changed to reflect system-wide changes on depositing student organization funds on campus only.

Dr. Caveness asked why the student representative stated is not designated such as Treasurer, Vice President, etc.  Mr. Haller explained the reason for the wording.

Senator T. Garcia asked if organizations can have two accounts, one on-campus and one off- campus.  Mr. Haller stated no, according to the Chancellor’s Executive Order.

Senator Bustamante asked about current exceptions to accounts off campus and Mr. Haller said it only applies to National Associations with a 501C status and the organization is a chapter then this is allowable.

Senator L. Garcia asked what will happen to current organizations and is there a deadline to move accounts over to the University.  Dr. Caveness stated that she has written revisions to explain this to SLD and student organizations and they are all working together to get the word out.

Mr. Haller said there is no deadline but organizations will be strongly urged to do so as soon as possible. Policy is applied to all student organizations with the exception mentioned previously.

Mr. Haller continued with revisions on Pg 4 related to use of agency funds and prohibited usage regarding off campus accounts.  Pg 5 Section 8 Closure of agency accounts, checks are only made payable to CSULB Foundation or the University not to individuals.

Senator Avila asked if National chapters are excluded and Mr. Haller stated it depends on the Association and it was up to SLD to enforce.
Senator Stout asked if there is a time frame given to organizations and Mr. Haller added that will be determined by SLD to enforce a timeline.


(M) L. Garcia (S) Nyeholt to approve all revisions to the Policy on Agency Accounts.

Motion carries with a few abstentions.

B. Policy on Banking – proposed revisions 

Mr. Haller stated that revisions on Pg 4 Section 2 were due to changes in system-wide policies.
Senator Cordova asked if the policy should reflect the national organization and Mr. Haller added that he would prefer to eliminate the entire section since it is not AS authority.


(M) Nyeholt (S) Cordova to approve all revisions to the Policy on Banking.


Motion carries with two abstentions.

C. Policy on Executive Fellowships – proposed revisions 

Mr. Haller stated that there are now 5 Executive Officers and changes to this policy reflects that.

(M) Cordova (S) Tran to approve all revisions to the Policy on Executive Fellowships.


Motion carries with two abstentions.

D. Policy on Student Organization Grants – proposed revisions 

Mr. Haller stated that revisions on Pg5 Section 4: Distribution of Funding Club Sports, documents the funding process for Club Sports as well as delegation and authority of funds.  He added that these revisions were proposed by the last Treasurer, Brian Troutner to add consistency and transparency of Club Sports operations.
(M) Cordova (S) T. Garcia to approve all revisions to the Policy on Student Organization Grants.


Motion carries with two abstentions.

E. Policy on Student Travel Fund – proposed revisions 

Mr. Haller stated that revisions on Pg3 Section 5 reflects system-wide changes to student travel requiring a new form.


(M) Cordova (S) Bui to approve all revisions to the Policy on Student Travel Fund.


Motion carries with one abstention.

F.   Policy on Travel Expenses and Allowances – proposed revisions                                                              Mr. Haller stated that revisions on Pg4 Section 3.3 was to eliminate that section.

(M) Nyeholt  (S) L. Garcia to approve all revisions to the Policy on Expenses and Allowances .

Executive Business:

A. PA #2010-27: Confirmation of Lavina Mirchandani as Chief Justice

President Chavez spoke on her behalf. Ms. Mirchandani has been on Judicary for the past three years and she wants to help reinvigorate the Court.

(M) Cordova (S) Tran to confirm Lavina Mirchandani as Chief Justice.

Motion carries with a few abstentions.

11. REPORTS

A.  Miles Nevin, Executive Director of the California State Student Association 
Mr. Nevin introduced himself to the Board stated that he has only been in his position as Executive Director for under 3 months.  As Alumni of CSULB, he remembers being appointed by the Senate as CSSA student representative in 2001.  He explained that CSSA was founded in 1959.  However, in 1979 students revised the purpose, to serve as organizers statewide and system-wide for advocating and providing a voice for 450,000 CSU students.  He added that students’ interest would be lost if there was no CSSA voice, and as such, the organization is written into the CA Education Code. They assist with financial aid reforms, sponsored bills in the capital, and speak out against tuition hikes which has been increased in the CSU’s 85% in the last 5 years.  He expressed that the two majors committees of CSSA are Government Affairs and University Affairs.  Lastly he added, that almost all the CSU campuses are re-committing to goals and purpose of CSSA and rejoining the organization.  

B. Christopher Chavez, President of the Associated Students Inc.
   President Chavez updated the Board on AS issues;
He stated that the government Retreat was very successful and thanked the Board for participating and that the University is very excited to work with ASI.  He had a meeting with Councilmember Gary DeLong’s Office as part of an effort to build stronger relationship with the City of Long Beach. He shared his experience of the successful dorm-move in and BBQ.  ASI, Greeks, Athletics were well-represented. He thanked those that helped, especially Kimmie Helm and Allie Bussjaeger. He would like the Senate to work on a resolution to rejoin CSSA as soon as possible.
Campus Updates:

President Chavez discussed the U-PASS Proposal and Off-Campus Shuttles.  Only off-campus shuttle will go to RLC-Residential Learning Community on PCH.  Flu Preparedness for Up-Coming Season is underway, the University will provide low cost seasonal & swine flu vaccine; Library hours cut back due to staff & facilities costs, however, hours will be extended during final exams week.
CSULB recognized by US Department of Education for accomplishment in smooth transition to direct lending; University Convocation was a great success.
State-Wide Updates:

Lawsuit filed by students against CSU regarding fee increases, students argues that the fee increase violates a “contract” that guaranteed May-level tuition.  This process can take up to a year to resolve.
Legislative Update:

*AB 656 (Torrico): Would establish a tax on oil that is drilling in CA to fund public schools and higher education, effective January 2010

(Passed by Comm. On Higher Ed, referred to Comm. On Rev. & Tax…CSSA: Support, CSU: No position)

*SB 48 (Alquist): Would require textbooks to be available in either “in whole or in part, to the extent practicable”, by January, 2020 (Passed by legislature, awaiting approval by Governor…CSSA: Support, CSU: No position)

*SB 388 (Calderon): Would require the publication of textbook price on publisher’s website and prohibit companies from charging more than the price listed, in addition to requiring demonstration of changes between editions starting January 2010 (Currently Inactive…CSSA: Support, CSU: No position)

Dr. Caveness asked if the Recycling Center is open on Tuesdays this semester. Mr. Chavez stated that he was not sure but will find out and get back to the Board.  The information is also online.
Senator L. Garcia asked about funding for CSSA.  President Chavez stated that funds are being determined at the moment between the University and ASI.  He added that CSSA has revised their MOU requested that campuses make a one year commitment instead of 2 years due to the budget crisis.
Senator Tran asked if there are any shuttles on campus.  President Chavez stated that there are shuttles on campus and only one off campus shuttle to the new residential learning community (RLC) on PCH.  There is no off campus westbound shuttle to Atherton. 
Senator Rizk asked if he could work with President Chavez on the U-Pass. Mr. Chavez said yes he can help once details are ironed out with his Cabinet members.
Senator Williams stated he still interested in working with Senators and the President on the 24 hr library hours. He asked if President Chavez was aware of the new reduced library hours.  President Chavez stated that they are posted online.  He added that finals week, the library will be open until 2am but he suggested looking online. He encouraged Senators to keep working on this issue.

Senator Jaime asked if the off campus shuttle is only for RLC students.  President Chavez stated yes the shuttle is for  RLC and disabled students on the route. She also asked if a permit needed to ride the bus, however President Chavez was not sure but would find out.

C. Kimmie Helm, Chief Programming Officer of the Associated Students Inc., 
Kimmie stated that she will be giving her report at the beginning of each month. She proceeding with announcing a few events: Sunday October 11th is the LB Marathon which will run thru campus so everyone is encouraged to come out and cheer runners on.   Homecoming is Saturday November 14th and the committee will invite alumni for the 60th year anniversary of the University.  Smorgasbord is Friday September 11th and everyone is invited.  There will be Wax hands, opportunity drawings, karaoke, musical entertainment, etc.  as of today, 107 organizations have signed up for Week of Welcome, the organization fair is on Wed September 9th and Thursday September 10th and Smorgasbord on Friday.
Senator Rizk asked about the deadline for orgs to sign up for a table. Kimmie reiterated that it is today at 5pm and late comers will need to speak with the Beach Pride Center.
Senator Tran asked about permission for demonstration by organizations during the Fair and Ms. Helms stated yes they need permission.

Senator Tran also asked if there was a separate fair for professional organizations because past Week of Welcome Fairs has been a lot of greek and cultural groups.  Ms. Helms stated that Week of Welcome is open to all organization and was unclear of her question. Ms. Hinckson clarified that areas are divided at Week of Welcome and perhaps Senator Tran can make sure her table is with professional organization section.
D. College Senator Reports

           1.College of Education

Senator Tran reported that her College Council held their meeting on August 27 and they elected their executive board.  Many college organizations showed up for the 
meeting.  Revisions to their council bylaws will occur at the next council meeting


2.College of Liberal Arts

Senator Nyeholt reported that his College Council held their first e-board meeting on September 1st.  He expressed that the council is very productive and is currently doing a great job with organizing their events for the semester. 

Events include: September 22, 2009 @ the 1st floor of the USU (12:30-2:30pm) a Fall Mixer with free games & bowling. It is open to the General Student Body and pizza will be provided for College of Liberal Arts students.

September 30, 2009 @ USU Ballrooms (4-7pm), College of Liberal Arts Town Hall Meeting which will include question & answer session with Dean of the College of Liberal Arts and food.  Several University Administrators are expected to be in attendance and it is primarily for College of Liberal Arts Students.  COLA board elected their council treasurer and they will meet bi-Monthly.  Both College of Liberal Arts Senators invited their fellow senators to visit and attend their council meetings.

Senator Jaime requested if it would be possible for reports to have a time limit.

Executive Director responded that when Hiro Okahana was ASI VP, there was a 2-min. time-limit when senators provided their report for the senate.

Without objections, all senators agreed to limit their report to 2 minutes.
