INVOCATION


The invocation was presented by the Dean for College of Liberal Arts, Gerry Riposa.  He shared. a 
section of the poem by Dylan Thomas,  “Do Not Go Gently Into That Good Night”.  

Do not go gentle into that good night, 

Old age should burn and rave at close of day; 

Rage, rage against the dying of the light. 


Though wise men at their end know dark is right, 

Because their words had forked no lightning they 

Do not go gentle into that good night.                                                             


Dean Riposa stated that the poem is energizing and speaks to the position of uncertainty facing higher education. He encouraged the Senate to marshal their strength intellect into challenges the campus faces.  He added that they are role models to help others handles stress and difficulty, and that they are stronger on their feet than on their knees.  He ended by saying, ‘if you focus on your talent you will leave a good legacy for other senators to come’.
4.
PUBLIC COMMENTS

 Kristin McCrae, AS Cabinet Secretary for LGBTIQ announced that next week the LGBT Resource Center and other supporters will host a three day LGBT Coming Out events to include guest speakers, workshops, artist expression, etc.  She encouraged everyone to attend. She also announced that the LGBTIQ Council is being formed and they would like one senator to serve on the council. They will hold monthly meetings and collectively analyze the campus LGBTQI community.
President Alexander updated the Board on the recent soccer, volleyball and other sports. He stated that the University received stimulus packet of $27.1 million from the federal government and 500 more students 
are getting aid.  Another stimulus package is currently being discussed in the US senate. He expressed that the LB Marathon is October 11, it will be a fun morning and thousands come to run from as far as Japan 
and Canada.  Due to the success of running through campus last year, the city incorporated it officially.  
He thanked the VP and others that went downtown to City Hall to speak on behalf of students in favor of 
the bus route expansion.  These proposed expansions could potentially serve the campus of 40,000 including students, staff 
and faculty.
5. ANNOUNCEMENTS FROM THE CHAIR

Vice President Gonzalez thanked Ms. Hinckson, Mr. Haller, Senators L. Nuygen and Nyeholt for attending the meeting at LB City Council regarding changes to the LB Transit.  He stated that he was proud of the Board for their help in successfully writing four resolutions by the end of September. He shared the list of committees and commissions the Senate are participating in.  Senators Rizk, Nyeholt, Cordova and Tran will serve on the Bylaws Committee. Senators Bohn, Quibuyen, L. Nguyen and Bui will serve on the Rules and Administration Committee.
He announced that next Tuesday October 6th will be an ASI/IBA bowling night.  Additionally, he is working on the Policy adoption for the first meeting of October and lastly he reminded the Board that November will only have 2 meeting due to holidays.  He reminded the Board that the Academic Senate retreat is October 23rd at 8:30am and the Board has been RSVP’d for.  The retreat is open to other students who must RSVP. Ms. Hinckson will send the RSVP info to the Board.

(M) Cordova (S) L. Garcia to approve the consent calendar.

Senator Nyeholt reported on the Board of Control stating that a few grants were approved. COLA mixer was rescheduled for October 13th.   He stated that BOC received the Audit reports and they will be in next week’s minutes.  

Senator L. Nuygen stated that money allocated to the College Councils was not used last year. For example COTA had $3368, CHHS had $7608, COLA had $7904, CNSM had $7342 all not used from last year’s allocated funds.  Colleges get funded based on headcount and funds were not used therefore, events did not occur.  She urged Senators to inform their councils to utilize all allocated funding.
Senator Cordova asked why it is important to use all of the allocated funds.  Senator L. Nuygen responded that funds are allocated for events and therefore students are not able to have as many recreational experiences.
Senator Larson stated that College of Health and Human Services did not use all their funds because they wanted to save for new organizations.

Dr. Caveness asked about the SCORE sheet and how it will affect current unallocated funds. She was curious to know when the revised sheet would be available. Senator Nyeholt responded that Treasurer Denila will make a presentation at the next BOC and she will demonstrate 3 different score sheets.  Treasurer Denila is trying to develop a more accurate system for the funding process.

B. BOD-2010-16: Election of Senate Representative to the Student Media Board

Nominations were requested from the Board.
Senator Larson nominated herself.  She stated that she is not on any AS committees and would be interested in this Board.

Without object, the Chair appointed Senator Larson to the Student Media Board.

11. REPORTS

A. Mary Stephens, VP for Administration & Finance Campus, Budget Status 

Ms. Stephens explained that this information is being shared with the campus community so that everyone is aware of the budget situation.  She encouraged student attendance to the open sessions. She gave a power point presentation of the current 09-10 and preliminary 2010-2011 budgets. She explained that currently, $44 million is our campus portion from the CSU. 30% fee increase yielded $17 million for the campus; $20 million savings from furloughs.  In 2006-07 the FTE (full time enrolled) provided was 6418 and this year 09-10 the amount is 5252.
Moving forward to 2010-2011 the campus will be reducing enrollment by 10% or 3,000 students. Unsure whether they will be further cuts and if furloughs will continue.

She shared 3 scenarios projecting the budget shortfall for the future.  Furloughs end June 30th 2010 and will then be voted upon after that day for continuance.  She ended by stating that the campus officials would like to maintain transparency, it’s mission, morale and teamwork so that the campus collaborates together. 

Senator Rizk asked if he can get a copy of the presentation.  Ms. Stephens responded that the presentation is on the CSULB website under budget central.
VP Gonzalez encouraged the Senate to reach out to Ms Stephens to share this inform with college council or other groups.

Dr. Vail asked about ramifications of the lawsuit students filed against the CSU and what would happen if they won. Ms Stephens said that would be a disaster and cost about $9 million.
B.  Christopher Chavez, President of the Associated Students Inc.
   President Chavez updated the Board on AS issues, state wide issues and campus dates to remember.
ASI Updates:

University Committee Appointments were almost complete, only 4-5 positions open.
U-PASS Proposal Update-Over 550 comment cards collected and he thanked VP Gonzalez, Senators L. Nguyen and Nyeholt for attending the Public Hearing on Monday September 28th at LB City Hall. A decision will be made October 5th.  He is setting up a meeting with AVP Lynn Mahoney and Provost Don Para, Senators Jaime and Nguyen wanted to join and have a roundtable about academic wait listing and other concerns.  State of the Associated Students has been moved to October 14 at 3 PM on the South West Terrace.
Campus Updates:

Campus Safety Improvements: 70% Reduction in Auto Burglary, 50% Reduction in Auto Theft

Improved Response Times & Increased capability to respond to emergencies.  As a result of an AS resolution cameras were installed in parking lots which has helped lowered these incidents.
Financial Aid to CSULB: Federal Grants = $45.7 million (up $7.6 million), Cal Grants = $22 million (up $3.1 million), Federal Loans = $87 million (up $16.5 million) 

Approximate increase of 500 students on Federal FA, and approximate decrease of 240 students on State FA (due to enrollment).  

Dorm Students: On-Campus Dorms beds 96% full and RLC Dorms beds 40% full

State wide updates:

CSSA working on: Resolution regarding H.R. 3221: Student Aid and Fiscal Responsibility Act of 2009 and Resolution regarding Changes in Residency Requirement

Cultural Resource Centers and what all campus centers offers.
CSU Board of Trustees:  Proposed changes to Title V – Residency Status to increase the number of years needed to be considered a resident of CA from 1 year to 3.  Not have received financial support from a out-of-state family member in excess of $750. NEW UPDATE: Currently enrolled students MAY be grandfathered in

Senator L. Garcia thanked the President and others for attending the public hearing. She asked about CSSA’s concern with campus cultural centers and what were they looking for.  President Chavez responded that they are looking at levels of cultural resources offered on various campuses.

Senator Stout asked about the 120 unit max for degree and if this is a proposal or has it been put into effect.  President Chavez stated that it is a proposal and has not been approved by the Academic Senate.  CSU Board of Directors has authorized campuses to reduce enrollment and perhaps this is one way.

   Mr. Haller stated that it has been a Title V change for University President to confer degrees but he   

   was unsure how it is being implemented.

   Senator L. Garcia stated that individual campuses do have to figure out how to implement it.

Dr. Vail explained that 120 cap is state law and reducing enrollment is not the only issue, the concern is students on campus gaining up to 200 plus units and they have not filed to graduate.

Many are adding a second major which adds to the unit load. The University has to see how this issue will be implemented across the board on campus.

Dr. Caveness asked if the Vice President can invite Dr. Mahoney to the Senate.

C. James Ahumada, Chief of Staff of the Associated Students Inc


Mr. Ahumada reported on the AS President’s Cabinet.  They focus on continual leadership development, by  having monthly Leadership Workshop at their meetings.
Cabinet Summary

-Internal Affairs has created a Coupon Booklet to notify students of GREAT Health Center Prices

-Disability Affairs has been meeting closely with DSS and other services. Working on a collaborative effort between DSS and CSO Program. Emergency calls for assistance.

-Academic Affairs has pretty much filled all committee appointments! Working on establishing communication lines between appointed individuals. Looking into how to link the student voice together, most likely using Shared Governance Committee (SGC)

-City Affairs has been actively attending each City Council Meeting, and reporting back information. Attended the LBT meeting earlier this week along with execs and senators.
-LGBTIQ Affairs has been working to establish a LGBTIQ Council, as identified in the bylaws. Wants to stabilize its existence. Also working to get the “IQ” added to the LGBT Resource Center

-Women’s Affairs is working with Dr. Macias’ office to plan and coordinate the Young Women’s Empowerment Conference as well.
-Cultural Diversity Affairs is also working on stabilizing the existence of the Cultural Council created a few years ago. Looking into how to help the Cultural Departments unit to strengthen the future council and diversity efforts.

-The Attorney General has picked up the work on the Law Journal. We are looking into creating an online version, for easy and mass distribution to interested parties. Working on creating a team to do the needed research for the Journal. Also in the beginning stages of Law Week.

-Government Recruitment has been working on Beach Team, there were a few bumps in the road. Mass notification methods fell through, currently trying to make up for possible lost time. 2nd meeting today for BT. Gov. Rec. is also working on a new PR and Marketing Campaign with ASI Communications in an effort to brand all facets of ASI and AS Government.
He stated that he will be sitting on the following major committees for the year: 
University Resource Council and Graduating Writing Assessment Requirement Committee.
Mr. Ahumada reminded the Senate that he has an Door Open Policy, if they want to discuss an issue that he may be able to assist with, please feel free to come in and talk.

Senator Nettles asked for his office hours and Mr. Ahumada responded Mondays 11-2pm, Tuesdays and Thursdays 10-5pm,  and 10-2pm on Wednesdays and other times as requested.
D. Marilei Denila, Treasurer of the Associated Students Inc,

Treasurer Denila reported that AS exceeded the income projections for the past three months and had a surplus.  Composition of assets is diverse and debt ratio dropped which means that we have enough to pay bills. Fundraising is low at the moment reflective of the economy.  She is working on policy changes and new approach to funding organizations.  BOC minutes are important and as final approval she urged the Board to read them closely.
E. Senators-At-large Reports
Senator Risk reported that he is keeping track of sports teams and will get more information to report.

Senator T. Nguyen reported that she attended the Residence Hall Association (RHA) meeting for housing. They approved Disneyland trip and a sushi trip. She will be meeting with director tomorrow.

Senator T. Garcia reported that his constituents want a platform to discuss budget cuts. He recommended CSSA or budget committee meetings.  He is looking for something where students can gather together and voice their opinion on the budget cuts. (International Students and EOP were the ones complaining) he is working with EOP students who weren’t able to get into the school full time

Senator L. Garcia reported that she contacted 300 organizations (not counting Greeks).  She will be meeting with them every other month and is trying to figure out if there can be a survey for them because they are difficult to reach. Many have not turned in their ORC to Student Life, but once received, there will be a more concrete plan. She had several areas of interest that she was research which are : -

Special Graduation Celebration costs: USU requires that there must be 75% 
CSULB students in order to get free rental space. When families are coming, they 
don’t count towards that percentage. Paying for the USU is a big burden on them.

 Recognizing more than 1 org at the end of the year...CSUL B has so many orgs, 
there should be more recognition.
