He stated that his love of students/patients is what makes him happy and he loves his job.  He encouraged the Senate to make happiness their byproduct of success.

PUBLIC COMMENTS

Dr. Carbuto shared his knowledge of the H1N1 flu, sharing that our campus has 2 documented cases. It is no longer being tested in CA.  There are 2000 reported cases in Washington State so it has spread mostly in the NE and SW.  No cases have been seen in the Health Center, however, there is a campus committee in place to determine how the campus will respond to illness on campus.  He added that Provost Don Para has also been instructing faculty to let students know to stay home if they are sick with high fevers. Vaccines for H1N1 will be on campus late October and mostly given to 2200 students in housing.  It will be free and not mandatory.  Lastly, he reported that the campus is gearing up for flu season and distributed flu packets to the Board. These are sold at the Health Center for $5. A coupon booklet will be distributed by AS to help promote Health Center.

11. REPORTS

A.  Christopher Chavez, President of the Associated Students Inc.
   President Chavez updated the Board on AS issues; Union Activities During Furlough Day included
Free bowling and billiards, Most food services open, and use of rooms as study halls. 
U-PASS Proposal Strategy is to get students in classes to sign comment cards and a Senate resolution supporting proposal.  He would like as many students to attend the public hearing @ City Hall: September 28, 12-2 PM.  
President Chavez’s Campus Updates included: attendance to the first Academic Senate Meeting where there was a first reading on resolutions on Multi-Section and Sequential Courses, Maximum Student Load, Grade Appeals Process and Undergraduate Advising. He explained the new ZipCar Program, a
University car rental program where students need to be at least 18, have a CSULB email address, valid driver’s license & 1 year of driving experience.  Five cars are available, insurance & gas are included, there is a $35 annual sign-up fee, flexible cost per hour/day rates.

President Chavez’s State-Wide Updates included: comments on the benefits of re-joining CSSA which is mainly for the unification of CSU student’s voices against Sacramento, Mutual protection when dealing with the Chancellor’s Office. CSSA’s efforts for the year are: re-directing their efforts towards Sacramento, Currently looking into alternative sources of funding, hiring auditing firm to review finances.  He added that the CSSA annual dues are $22,734.60 which will be paid by the Division of Student Services for 2009-2010 and funds will come from fundraising, not general fund budget.
President Chavez shared upcoming dates to know:

September 9th: ASI Senate/Dean’s Mingle; September 10th: Shared Governance Committee Meeting; September 12th: Men’s Water Polo @ 12 PM; September 14th & 15th: Star Trek Movie Screening @ 5 & 8 PM; September 16th: Yo-Go Grand Opening @ 11:30-1 PM
