Additional Statements

Senator Witt: Stated that College Council Meeting will be Monday Feruary 13th and they will be choosing a new Health and Human representative Senator.  The meeting starts at 12:30 PM and is located in a third floor USU conference room.


Senator Redie: She said that from March 17-19 there is a Human Relations Summit up in the mountains and Senators can pick up an application from the EOP office, they are due March 1st.

Senator Emenhiser: He stated that there is a jazz Concert for Katrina Victims that the College of Business is putting on March 17.  


Senator D’Onofrio: He thanked the Board for electing him as the representative for the BOC. 

Senator Km: He read an article that had stereotypes against various ethnic groups and told the Board to be careful what they say and that next week there will be a resolution about freedom of speech.


Dr. Caveness: She stated that the AMA concert will benefit Rebuilding together and an Alternate Spring Break event where students go to Louisiana to help rebuild the city.  She also stated that Dr. Luis Calingo, the Dean of CBA, accepted another position at a school on the East Coast beginning August 1st, 2006.


Dr. Hosteller: He apologized for not being at the Senate meeting last week. He added that the Dean of CBA has a great opportunity at his new college.
