The type of music being played is jazz, which features Johnny the Bossman, Jeff Jensen Band, and the CSULB Jazz Ensemble. Sanchez: On Tuesday, February 21, is the College of Engineering student and faculty mixer located in front of the VEC quad from 11 AM to 2 PM.  On Wednesday, February 22, the Associated Engineering Student Body (AESB) is hosting “Engineers Meet the Industry Night”, which is held at the Pointe (in the Pyramid) from 5-7 PM. Dr. Caveness: She stated that she listens to the wave of students and paraphrased a quote from Quincy Jones about making a difference.  She told the Board to think about Senators Km and D’Onofrio’s resolution with this question, “What part of the resolution does Senate have control over?”

Dr. Dick: He first stated that The Computer Information Technology Committees (CITC) will be writing two IT policies, which are (1) Security and (2) Accessibility.  He needs student participation for writing the two IT policies.  
His other announcement was CITC choice for the two IT polices was because the police have placed an urgency on security and accessibility with the internet and other technology item.  The security policy would protect the information of the University and the individual.  The Accessibility policy protects physical use of the computer system.
